Creek and & sec. ft. from Marble Cresk; that each of said water rights were perfected
gRd the water appliea to a beneficigl use in placer mining and such use conbinued
until the‘years 1899 &a 1901, during which yeers the Auburn Canal and the Nelson Ditch

together with the water rights connected therewith were transferred to the City of Baker
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who is the present owner thereof end the Kelly Ditch and the water rights connected
therewith were transferred to The Pocahontas Mining & Irrigation Company, who is the
present owner thereof. That the City of Baker proceeded to change the use and the
place of use of the waters under such water rights to munieipal purposes. That in
meking such change it was necessary to expend large amounts of money and time and
during such time said city leesed some of the ditches and rights for irrigation
purposes. That =id Pocahontas Mining & Irrigation Cjmpany changed the use and
place of use of the water through said Kelly ditch to irrigation. That such changes
did not infringe upon any other rights and the trensferees of said rights secured

by sueh transfers said water rights with their respective dates of priority.

That since the purghsse of the ditches and water rights by the City of
Baker as aforesaid and until the decision of the Supreme Court of the Stete of
Oregon in the case of Sherred ws. City of Baker, 63 Ore, 28, said City leesed a
part of the waters claimed under daid water rights to the Pocahontas Farmers Diten
Compeny; that since said decision of the Supreme Court the Uity of Baker has not mede
any use of that part of the waters heretofore leased to said ditch company. That
said City of Baker has, since the‘pur@hwse.of said water rights always used a part of
sald water; that ell of the parties using water from said streame have at all times
recognized the rights of the City of Baker 88 being prior to any of said water users
and ell of the improvements upm 8ll of their farms have been made under conditions
created by such recognition in such rights. That the decision of the Sgpreme Court
of the State 6f Oregon in the case ﬁf Bowen et al. vs. Spaulding et al., 83 Ore., 392
and in the case of Sherred, vs. Baker City, each recognized the right of the City of
Baker as being absolute and prior to all others usiné water from said streams.

The amount of water as herein set forth as having been appropriated from
several streams for the water rights now owned by said City of Baker is hereby reserved
and expressly confirmed unto seid City of Baker forever as of the dates of priority as
herein set forth.

That heretofore said Pocahontas Mining & Irrigation Company and said City
of Baker made and entered.into an agreement, in witing, respecting the water rights of
Marble and Mill Creeks, wherein and whereby it was agreed that when water was used
through said Auburn Cgnal that all the water righte above the intake of said canal
should belong exclusively to said City of Bgker, That when the water is not usedb
through seid canal;when the flow of water in said Marble Creek is under 500 miners
inches said water in Marble Creek shall be divided equally and when the flow in Mill
Creek is under 500 inches miners measurement said water in Mill Creek shall be divided
equally and so long as the flow in Marble Creek is over 500 inches, said Poceahontas
Mining & Irrigation Company shall be entitled to the first 260 inches and said City
of Baker to the balance of the flow of said stream, and when the waters of said oreeks

are used by the Uity of Baker through said Auburn Canal the said Pooahontas Mining &
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Irrigation Company shall have the first right to the use of 260 inches of the
waters flowing in each of said Marble and Mill Creeks below said Ayburn Canal efter
the same flow past said cenel and the right to the use of all ebove said quantity

so flowing shall belong to the City of Baker.

Thet said stipulation as to the rights of said City of Baker shall be
‘given full force in the distribution of water, provided that in no case shall the
emount of water taken from said creeks exceed the emount of the appropriation from

That their predecessors in interest of said
ditches and water rights settled their rights in a case in the Circuit Court of the
United States for the District of Oregon, entitled David McClure, Jr., complainant,
vs. Moses Carpenter, Ebfendant, and that the relative rights to the use of water
through said ditches was thereﬁy settled, and that sald decree so settling said rights

Thet thereafter the Sparta Ditch was surveyed, and on the 1lth day of May, 1871, cone
struction of sid ditch was begun and water was run through said ditch to the town of
Sparta, Oregon, on the l4th day of October, 1871, That soid appropriation was for
domestic, mechanical, mining and irrigation purposes. That upon the completion of
said ditch there was at one time 800 miners ihches\ff water delivered to the water
users out qf 8aid ditch, and the diversion of said water into said ditch, at the time
same was used to full capacity, was between 1,000 and 1,500 inches. That in 1871 the
Hoagum Ditch was extended to’empty its waters into the Sparta Ditch, and was purchased
by the pwners of said Sparta Ditch at said time. That thereafter, and until the
present time, said Hoagum Ditch has been used as a feeding ditch to said Sparta Ditch,
and especially for the purpose of running water into said Sparta Ditch which would be
picked up by said Hoagum Ditch from the melting snows during the spring thaws, and from

the canyons that flowed water during the thaw, and this use was especially made at a time
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when the head of the Sparta Ditch and of the Hoagum Ditch were not thawed out so as to
permit the diversion of water from the créek. That the early flow of the waters picked
up in said thaw by said Sparta Diteh and said Hoagum Pitch, furnished o sufficient amount
of water to suppy said Sparte Ditch, untﬁl t'he headg of the ditches were thawed cut, end
that thereupon the water would be delivered from the heed of said ditch. That from the
building of said ditch, until 1914, the water of said Sparte Ditch was sold each year
by the pwhers thereof, for the pufpose of domestic, mining, power and irrigation use.
That beginning with the year 1915, the pwners of said ditch proposed to apply the water
from said ditch partly upon the lands described in the tabulation hereinafter, amounting
to 1500 acres; that 780 miners inches of water delivered on the land is sufficient to
irrigate the laqu proposed to be irrigated. That the change of use of water from sale
for domestic,, powe ‘and irrigation use, to an irrigation use, does not infringe upon’thﬁ
rights of any other water user. from Eagle Creek, and in msking sald change said George
Grant, Trustee, and the Water Users from sald Sparta Ditch have the right to use a
reasonable time for meking said change without losing their date of priority. That five
years is such a reasonable time, and the lands to be irrigated in meking such change
shall be tabulatedf%ﬁg:;’the head of Inchoate Rights.

And it further appears that the description of the lands in the tabulation of
the findings of the State Water Board is erroneous, and the tabulation shall be modified

so a8 to show the weter right of P. A. Moody as tabulated herein.

That said decree establishes the priorities of the parties thereto as to
their needs at that time, but that the amount of water necessary to irrigate the land
is now found to be as set forth in these findings, by a general finding upon the duty
of water, and the water shall be distributed upon the lands described herein accord-
ingly, as the duty of water.

The claim of Asa L. Brown claims 143 acres irrigated from Willow Creek
since October 12, 1864; the claim 5f Blanche McCullough shows that 60 acres were ir-

rigated from Willow Creek since 1884, £8 acres since 1904; the claim of John Richmond
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shows that 15 acres were irrigated from 1864; 27 acres from 1882, and 37 acres from
1884, and 37 acres from 1905; the claim of W. A. Green shows that 52 acres were ir-
rigated from 1862, 26 dores from 1899. The claim of Blanche MeCullough therefore shows
that any rights secured in Right No. 2, defined in said decrse for Augustus George,

1884 is an unreasonable length of time for the non-usage of water. We thersefore find
that from the usage of water since that decree, the dates of priority shall be as

Culbertson, who was duly notified of these proceedings and not ha#ing appeared is there-
fpre in default. That the rights of the plaintiffs and their successors in interest
haeve been duly defined in the tabulation herein contained, and shall have as therein

set forth.

4 decree of the Circuit Court of the Stete of Oregon for the County of
Baker, wherein N. C. Love and P. L. Kelley were plaintiffs, and Mike’Brown was defend-
ant, involving the waters of Lové Creek, was filed in these proceedings with the ciaims
of the parties thereto. By said decree it appears that the plaintiffs were given a
priority right for 4Z inches of water measured at the south end of the first flume in
plaintiff's ditch, and that the defendant shall have the next right for 15lminers
inches of water and that the plaintiff shéll have the right to all the balance of the
water flowing in Love Creek.

It further appears from the Findings of Fact in said éuit that there is
a spring arising upon the premises of the defendant, but which said defendant uses
and is entitled to the whole flow of said spring.

That the decree of the Circuit Court of the State of Oregon, for Baker
County in a suit wherein C. A. Carrothers was plaintiff, end E. R, Johnson was
defendant, was filed herein, involving the waters of Powder River, and by said
decree the use of the water in the ditch by said plaintiff and said defendant
was agrasd to be divided, one-foubth to the defendant, and thres-fourths to the
plaintiff. It appearing to the Board by the.claims of the plaintiff and defend-
ent, that the plaintiff irrigates 87 acres of land with a priority date of 1908;

D. C. Perkins, Application No., 2652, Enlargement Permi£ No. 157; Flavius Perkins,
Application No. 2855, Enlargement Permit No. 188; Powder Land & Irrigation Company,
Reservoir Application No. 543, Reservoir Permit No. 66; Application No. 221, Permit
No. 1095, Reservoir Application No. 1133, Reservoir Permit No. 129, Application No.
222, Permit No. 468, Reservoir Application No. 14, Reservoir Permit No. 187, Reser-
voir Application No.l15, Reservoir permit No., 92, Reservoir Applicetion No., 544, Res-
ervoir Permit No. 188, Reservoir Application No. 265, Reservoir Permit No. 66; D. H.
Shaw, Application No 619, ?ermit No. 268, Application No. 620, Reservoir Permit No,
33; B. E. Utz, Application No. 123, Permit No. 40; Elijah Shoemaker, Application No.
2141, Permit No. 133. That each and all of said claiments shall have such rights as
they are entitled to, upon final proof of the application of water to a beneficial use

under said permits, and in accordance with the law applicable to said permits.

That Powder River and its tributaries form e perennial stream with well
defined bed and banks, wholly within the counties of Baker and Union, but principally
within the County of Baker, State of Qregon, having its source near the southern and
western boundary of Baker County, in the Blue Mountains, and flowing in an easterly

and northeasterly direction in the form of a letter’és“ and empties its waters into
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the Snake River. That the flow of the stream and its tributaries is torrential in
its nature, flowing large quantities of water in the spring time when the winters
snows gre melting, andﬂ£he main stream and its tributaries almost going dry in the
dry part of the summer, ad most of the small tributaries going completely dry; that
upon the tributariesrit is necessary therefore to-use the watér: for irrigation during
the flood time or the irrigators will not be able to divert any wgter whatever. That
along the main stream and the larger tributaries the supply of water, in the dry'part
of the summer is greater than upon the small tributaries;”that thespring freshets
begin at.about the same time of the ysar in the lower Powder River Basin, rThat all of
the irrigation in the Powder River Basin is done during this spring‘and summer tiﬁe,.
though in some few instances irrigation will be carried on in September amnd October
of the fall months.

That there are four different types of soils in the irrigated land of the .
Powder drainage basin, the first $ype consisting of two or three feet of brown or black
muck loam with a grayish sub-soil, snd below this sub-soil quite coaerse sand. The
second type consists of about a foot of heavy brown to black sandy loam underlain
with about three feet of a brown or gray fine loam, which has dn increasing clay
content as it goes downward, then with another strate of about thres feet of gray or
yellow loam very gritty with sand, and below this is a water-worn gravel. The third
type consists of a fine sandy loam about two feet deep, underlain with gravel boulders
or conglomerete mixtures, and the surface 80il containing gravel of varying sizes
from fine particles to an inch or more in diameter. The fourth type consists of from
two to four feet of gray or yellow fine sandy loam, the texture becoming heavier in

the sub-soil. That the natural rainfall in said watershed varies from ten to twenty

inches; that irrigation is necessery in order to produce crops.
105,

In no case where water is stored, shall there be diverted from the stream
more then the number of acre feet of water as represented by the number of acres to be
irrigated with such stored water, multiplied by the numberk9f7acr9 feet that is suf-
ficient for the irrigation of ome acre, es found in these findings, end the diversion
for storage shall bs the number of second fest appropriated for that purpose, diverted

at any time there is water, according to the date of prioritj.
1086.

That all claiments herein for water for irrigation shell be entitled to use
such water for stock and domestic purposes; that the rights of use for stock and dom-
estic purposes is hereby confirmed and entitles the owner of such right to divert and

uge such e quantity of water as is reasohably necessary for his household and stock use,
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and flor stock use , the asmount so diverted and used shall not exceed the rate of one-
fortieth of one‘cubio foot per second for(each one thousand (1000) head of stock, and
the quantity diverted for irrigation purposes during the irrigation season shall in-
clude when it is so diverted,such an amount as may be reasonably neoéssary for said
stock and domestic purposes, and the right to divert and use the waters of said streem

and its tributaries for stoék and domestic purposes continues throughout the year.
107,

That in all cases where any person, firm or corporetion Has a right under
this decrse to supply amﬁ deliver water to others and charge for the séme, or may herg-
after acquire such right, it is the duty of such person, firm or corporation %o supply
water to any end all persons applying for water who can use wéteralong the line of the
works belonging to such person, firm or corporation, or who can be reasonably supplied
'with water from said works under reasonable and uniform contracts and for reasonsble
end amifomm charges up to the limit of £he capacity of said works, so long as said
person so teking water complies or is ready and dble to comply with the terms of such
contract. Such contract may provide for =amy reasonable and uniform method of pro
rate distribution of water, and such person, firm or corporation mey make suoh reasone
able and uniform rules and regulations as may be necessary to facilitate such distribu-
tion. In case such contract does not provide for such distribution of water, then
such water shall be supplied to tle water users in the order of, and according to the
date of priority use wpon the land, or at the place upon which such water is to be
used, =nd subject to rotation as in this decree generally provided; provided, that no
contract shall be made to deliver water to lands or plaées not theretofofe suppliedy
to such an extent as to deprive any land or place of water which has been previously

supplied, and provided further that no contract shall be made to deliver water for ir-

rigation or power unless the land or place where maid water is to be used be entitled
to such pse under a right grented by this decree, by a permit of the State Engineer,
or by a water right certificate. All contracts for the use of water giving eny pre-

flerence other than as herein stated, ere against the pubiic policy and laws of the

State of Oregon, and void.
108,

In all cases in this decree wherein the right to use water out of more than
one stream for the same land is confirmed, the amount of water herein determined for
said right may be used out of either or both of said streams, so long as the amount
of water taken does not exceed the volume named in this decree, and does not interfere
with other rights of priority, and each stream may be used to supplement the other in
furnishing said amount of water, provided that any diversion from any stream ahall not

exceed the amount of the appropriation frok that stream.
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109.

That a right to store water is a separate and distinct right from the right
to use such water for irrigaetion, and a water right for irrigation does not give the
water user entitled thereto, the right to store such weter. In all cases in these
findings wherein a water user has both the right to store water and also the right to
use such water for irrigation, he shall have the right to divert such water from the
stream, according to the respective priority dates of such rights, and said right to
store water may be used to supplement the diversion for irrigation, that is, when the
water in said stream becomes so scarce that his right to the diversion of water‘for‘such
irrigation right is cut off, then he shall have the right to use the water so stored by
him for the purpose of supplementing the right for irrigation, and of increasing the

length of the irrigation season upon the lends for i ich he has such irrigation right.
110,

That in all cases where water is stored by any claimant, said water shall
be taken at any season of the year for said storage according to the dates of relative
priority, and in case the owner of any reservoir desires to use the bed of any of the
stresms for the purpose of carrying such stored water from the reservoir to the con-
sumer thereof, said owner of swch reservoir shell install such headgate and measuring
devices as the Superintendent of the Division, or the water master of the district in
which the water is situated and used shall order. Said stored water may be used at
any time during the yeer that the owner thereof may desire, Whenever said owner of
such reservoir desires to use such stored water, he shall notify the water master of
the district in which the stored water is to be used, giving the date when it is pre=
posed to discharge water from such reservoir, its volume, and the nemes of all persons
and ditches entitled to its use, Said water master shall then determine the percenteage
of loss by seepage, evaporation or other cauées, between the place of discharge from
the reservoir into the stream, and the place of diversion from the stream, and shall
close or so adjust the headgates of all ditches from the stream as will enable those
having such right to.securebthe volume discharged from the reservoir, less the de-
termined loss. Thet in all cases where reservoirs are built 8o as to include within
their boundaries, the hed of any stream, the waters of which are herein adjudicated and
determined, the owner, menager, or lessee of such reservoir shall iﬁstall in the stream
above and below said reservoir, such measuring devices a& the Superintendent of the
Division or ﬁheywater master of the District in which said reservoir is situated maey
order; the plans for the construction of said measuring devices shall be spproved by
the State Bnéineer. The said water mester shall measure all water of such stream run-
ning into seid reservoir and shall discharge from said reservoir sufficient water (not

exceeding the volume of water running into said reservoir) to supply such prior rights
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as may be entitled t'o use said water; such discharge of watser shall only be necessary
during the time or sesason in which such prior rights are entitled to use the same. The
water master shall keep a true and just account of the time spent by him in the discharge
of his duties as defined in this finding, =d shall file the same with the County Court
of Baker or Union Count_y, as the case may be, sitting for the transaction of county
business. Said County Court shall present a bill of one-half the expenses 80 in-
curred to the reservoir owner; menager, or lessee, and if such owner, manager'or lessee
shall neglect for thirty days after the presentation of such bill of costs to pay the
game, the said costs shall be made a charge upon =id reservoir, and shall be collected
as delinquent taxes until the complete payment of such bill of costs has been made, and
Ehe rights of appropriation herein confirmed confer no rights to the diversion and use
of water which have been lawfully impounded in reservoirs and other storage works

which have been, or may be hereafter constructed in accordence with law, when the same
are discharged into the natural channel of said stream, or any tributary thereof, in

a lawful menner by those having a lawful right to do so, but the seid rights of ap-
propriation herein confirmed are limited and confined to the waters»flowing naturally

in the natural channel of said stream and its tributaries.
111,

That the rights of appropriation hereby confirmed ere eppurtenant to the
lands herein described for irrigation purposes, and the rights of use of the waters of
said stream and its tributaries by virtue of such rights of appropriation, are limited
and confirmed to the irrigation of the lands herein described to the emtent of said lands as
herein set forth, and the'priorities herein confirmed confer no right of use of the
waters of seid stream, and its tributaries, on the lands other than those specified tracts
to which such rights of appropriation are herein set forth as appurtenant, end each and
every person shall be and hereby is prohibited, restrained and enjoined from divertiné

and using water from seid stream on such other lands without lawful permit.

That the order of the rights of the respective appropriators of the waters
of said stream and its tributaries, and in which order they =re entitled to divert and
use the said water shall be and is according to the date of the relative priority of
the right as herein set forth and determined, and the first in order of time according
to the dete of relative priority shéll be and is the first in ordsr of right, and so on,
down to the date of the latest priority, and those having prior rights are entitled to
divert and use the waters of said stream and its tributaries, when necessary for
beneficial use in connection with the irrigation of their respective lands, or other

useful and beneficial purposes for which they are decreed a right of use, at all times

and against those heving subsequent rights, without let or hind?@anoe, and whenever the
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water is not required by the appropriation having a prior right to its use for the
purpose for which said water was appropriated, he must and shall permit it to flow
down thé natural channel of the stream as it was wont to flow in its natural course,
without hind&rance or diversion thereof, and those having subsequent rights are en-
title to the use of such water and to divert the same to the extent of their rights
or appropriations, according to the order of their priority rights; end at all times
the waters diverted shall be beneficially, sconomically and reasonably used without
Qasfe by those having a right to do so by reason of the priority of their rights, and
no rights of appropriation are hereby confirmed to divert a greater quantity of water
into the head of the ditch or ditches of the appropriator having a valid right to divert
the water, than such appropriator can beneficially use for the purposes to which the

water is to bs pute
113.

That to get a.su&ﬁhﬂe&ﬁt heed of water, the water master of the district in
which such water is situated shall arrange such a syetem or systems of rotation as may
be best applicable thereto, either first, by giving a greater amount of water for ean
appropriator for a proportionately less time, provi@gd that the giving of such greater
amount does not infringe upon any of the rights confirmed by this decree, and provided,
further, that the ampunt of water taken by an eppr opriator does not exceed the amount
a8 found in these findings to be necessary far the irrigation of the land during the
irrigation season; second, or in the absence of an agreement between suech approprisastors
arranging for such rotation, the water master of the district in which such streem and
its tributeries are situated shall arrange such appropriators in groups or systems of
-rotation, first giving to the appropriator in such group a quauntity of water equal to
the combined appropriations, as the appropriators in said group or system for the length
of time bearing the same ratio to the whole time required to make the complete rotation
through the whole group of appropriators, bears to the combined eppropriation of said
group, and shaell next serve another appropriator with a like guantity of water for his
proportionate time, and so on, until all the eppropriators in said group or system are
gerved, then the distribution of water shall be repeated in the same manner throughout
the irrigation season., Provided, that no system of rotation shall be established by
the water master without the consent of the water users, except by order of £he court,
after opportunity to be heard. Third, or, where two or more appropriastors agree as
between themselves as to the manner.of sald rotation in the use of water, said water
master shall distribute the water in accordance with such egreement, provided, always,
that such arrangement into groups or systems of rotation shall not interfere with the
prior rights of any appropriator, not a member of such gfoup or system, and provided
further, that such agreement shall be in writing, and fiied by seid appropriators with

the water master.
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114.

That a head of water diverted by the individuél appropriators herein-
after in the tabtulation named, shall be governed by the number of acres which seid
appropriators irrigate, and such diversion shall be sufficient in all cases to ir-
rigate the lands under irrigation, and where ®much wate; is used for other purposes

than irrigation, the head of the water shall be limited to the quantity designated
in said tabulation; provided,:;hat for Big‘C;eek, Goose Creek, Daly Creek, and all
gulches and draws that are not.regular flowing streams, and all such tracis not
exceeding 10 acres, the head of water to be diverted for the use of irrigation upon
any land hereinafter in the tabulation described by the water users, shall be limited
to such an amount as shall ﬁ? necessary to beneficially irrigate the land, nét to

exceed one-twentieth of a second foot, or its equivalent, two inches under six inch

any water user or water users using said ditch, more water than their present ap-
propriation, aadprovided further that no diversion beneficially used shall be limited

g0 long as prior apprepriations are not interfered with,

That as to the exceptions of S, B. Baisley et al, it appears that A. Caviness
and Hattie Baisley are interested in said modifications and that a stipulation wés
filed and signed by all parties fnterested; that Hatt{e Baisley is the successor
in interest teo John H. Lew for the lands irrigated in the E% of SE& of Section 4,
T9 S. Re 39 E. W. Ms, through the Pocahontas Farmer's Ditch Company, and that
A, Cgviness irrigateleand through the Pocahontas Fearmers Ditch Company, and in ac-
cordance with said stipulation, the rights of Hapttlie Baisley and A. Caviness for the
lands so irrigeated through the Pocshontas Farmer's Ditch Company are hereby settled
a8 being subsequent in right to the rights of . B, Baisley, J. H. Baisley and the
Perry Baisley estate, in so far ag Hibberd and Salmon Creeks are concerned, and said
Hattie Baisley and A. Caviness shall retadn their dates of priority in regerd to the

other streams from which they take water.

That Arthur Olver and George F. Johnson filed an agreement wherein Arthur
Oliver's date of priority to the use of water from Houghton Creek should be subsequent
to the rights af said Geo. F. Johnson, and in accordance with such stipulation the

priority date of Arthur Oliver of 1874 for 30 acres is hereby changed to 1876,

That as to the exception of E. F. Cranston and A. N. Ingle, relative to the
Love-Cranston & Ingle Ditches, it appears that a stipulation was entered into which
stipulation refers th the rights of the parties through the Love-Cranston & Ingle
Ditch, which are established as follows:

That at low water season said Cranston and Ingle shall have the ' priority
date ~--to the waters of Goosse Creek, through the Cranston & Ingle Ditch over and prior
to t he rights of said W. 5. Love and A. N. Ingle, and that said W. 5. Love and A. N.
Ingle shall have the right to divert the water arising in the chanﬂel of Goose Cresk
at the head of Cranston & Ingle Ditch; that said W. 3. Love and A. N. Ingle shall
divide the waters arising below the Cranston & Ingle Ditch, equally until the flow
into said Goose Creek is but 20 inches, at which time a full 20 incheg shall be dis-

tributed by the water master to W. u. Love.

That the exceptions of C. L. Scott refer to the division of water under
the stipulation filed, and it appears that said stipulation was signed by L. C.
Grout, Charles B. Mays and C. L. Ycott, and under and by virtue of said stipulation
the water from the springs known és Kaylor BSprings shall be divided one-half to
Bcott and one-half to Mays, and the water from the East Branch of Clover Creek shall
be divided one-half to Scott and one-hmlf to Grout, each party shall have the use of
all the water of the other branches of Clover Creek vwhich comes onto their respective
property, without interference from either of the other parties, and this division
of water shall only apply to the irrigated lands described in the findings of the

State Water Board, and only to that extent.

That as to the exceptions of W. A; Green, Asa L. Brown, John H. Richmond
and Blanche Hogoboom, it appeared that sai@ exceptors filed an agreement concerning
the use of the water upon their lands inlkhe procdeeding, which said agreement is on
file at page 402, Volume 17 of the'recdrds of the adjudication of Powder River; that
said agreement shall be considered @é having been filed with the water master, and
said water master shall rotate thejgater between said water users in accordance with

seid agreement until changed or abolished by agreement of sald water users, or their

successors in interest. ;

G. F. Gardner and the heirs of Fouhtain Seacat have stipulated that when the

waters flowing in Washington Gulch above the point of diversion of G. F. Gardner's
upper ditch, aggregates or exceeds 200 miner's inches, said water shall be divided

as provided in the Findings of the State Water Board, but when said water at saild
point is less than 200 miners inches, 21.5 inches shall be given to the lands owned
by G. F. Gardner and the balance shall be divided’two-thirds to the lards owned by
the heirs of Fountain Seacat and one-third to the lands owned by Gardner and the

water master shall distribute such water in such manner.

Clark filed exceptions to the Findings of the Water Board in so far
as the same declared him in default and it appearing that said Clark owns the Ef of
Section 24 and the E¥ of Section 25, T 10 S. R, 40 E. W. M., and that said lands are
riparian to the West Fork of Sutton Creek which land was involved in the decree of
Palmer & Denham vs Richardson el 2l., and in accordance with said decree said lands
so long as they are riparian shall have the right to water for the watering of
domestic animals and stock and other domestic purposes including the irrigation

of gardens cultivated only for family sustenance and the Findings of the Water

Board are so modified.

Trustee, John Hoke, J. F. Kennedy and: T. B, Marlin and it further appeers in Vol. 12, page
90 of the record that W. H. Shoemaker waived any cleiw to water through fhe Robinson
ditch No. 2 and thereby the water right for the land under sald ditch so tabulated under
the name of said Shoemaker is subject to the water right for the lands owned by said

Wirth Brothers, and said rights shall be the same as to the present owners of said lands

under whose mnames the Shoemaker lends are herein tabulsted.

W. H. Shoemaker, Trustee, and Thomes B. Madin each filed exceptions to
the Findings of the Water Board and thereafter filed & stipulation concerning the

same and it is found that 20 acres of land was oﬁitted from the claim of Shoemaker
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as follows: 10 acrés in the NEzSW}; 5 ecres in’the SEf8W# and 5 acres in the SW&SW%
of Section 26, T 6 S. R. 41 E. W. M., and that the dastes of priority from Warm Zpring

That Flavius Perkins, A. B. Perkins; Geo. M. Caviness, BEmma A. Caviness and
J. W. Phillips in settlement of =n exception entered into a stipulation wherein it was
stipulated that the rights of Flavius Perkins under.date of 1864, should be subject to
the rights of Geo., M. Caviness, Emma A. Caviness and J. W. Phillips, out of spring creek,
gave during the month of June, when all of the rights of the stipulators, 2s between

them, shall be considered as equal.

That as to the exception of the Cransion Lgnd Company it appears that the
Cranston Land Company is the owner of irrigated lands as follows: 40 acres in NE4SE}:

It further sppears that this land is tabulated by the State Water Board in its findings
under the name of East Baker Irrigation & Milling Company as irrigated through the New
Home Ditch, and said irrigation through the New Home Ditch under date of 1904 is a sup~
plemental right to the irrigation of such land by said company. The right of irrig&tion
of ssaid lands by said Cranston Land Company shall at all times be inferior to the rights
