NOTICE OF CERTIFICATE ISSUANCE

The attached certificate confirms the water right established under the terms of a permit issued by this
Department. The water right is now appurtenant to the specific place where the use was established as
described by the certificate. The water right is limited to a specific amount of water, but not more than can be
beneficially used for the purposes stated within the certificate.

The certificate is a final order in other than a contested case. This order is subject to judicial review under ORS
183.484 and ORS 536.075. Any petition for judicial review must be filed within the 60-day time period
specified by ORS 183.484(2). Pursuant to ORS 183.484, ORS 536.075 and OAR 137-004-0080, you may
petition for judicial review and petition the Director for reconsideration of this order. A petition for
reconsideration may be granted or denied by the Director, and if no action is taken within 60 days following the
date the petition was filed, the petition shall be deemed denied. In addition, under ORS 537.260 any person
with an application, permit or water right certificate subsequent in priority may jointly or severally contest the
issuance of the certificate within three months after issuance of the certificate.

Oregon law does not allow the Director to reissue a certificate because of a change in the ownership of the
appurtenant place of use. The water must be controlled and not wasted. To change the location of the point of
diversion, the character of use, or the location of use requires the advance approval of the Water Resources
Director.

If any portion of this water right is not used for five or more consecutive years, that portion of the right may be
subject to forfeiture according to ORS 540.610. Land enrolled in a Federal Reserve Program is not subject to

forfeiture during the period of enrollment. Other exceptions to forfeiture are explained in ORS 540.610.

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The water user shall maintain a headgate, an in-line flow meter, weir, or other suitable device for measuring and recording the
quantity of water diverted.

Measurement, recording and reporting:

A. The water user shall maintain a meter or other suitable measuring device as approved by the Director in
good working order.

B. The water user shall allow the watermaster access to the meter or measuring device; provided however,
where the meter or measuring device is located within a private structure, the watermaster shall request
access upon reasonable notice.

C. The Director may require the water user to keep and maintain a record of the amount (volume) of water
used and may require the water user to report water use on a periodic schedule as established by the
Director. In addition, the Director may require the water user to report general water use information, the
periods of water use and the place and nature of use of water under the right. The Director may provide an
opportunity for the water user to submit alternative reporting procedures for review and approval.
The water user shall maintain and operate fish screening to prevent fish from entering the proposed diversion.

The use may be restricted if the quality of the source stream or downstream water decrease to the point that those waters no
longer meet state or federal water quality standards due to reduced flows.

Failure to comply with any of the provisions of this permit may result in action including, but not limited to, restrictions on
the use, civil penalties, or cancellation of the permit.

This right is for the beneficial use of water without waste. The water user is advised that new regulations may require the use
of best practical technologies or conservation practices to achieve this end.

By law, the land use associated with this water use must be in compliance with statewide land-use goals and any local
acknowledged land-use plan.

The use of water allocated herein may be made only at times when sufficient water is available to satisfy all prior rights,
including prior rights for maintaining instream flows.

The right to the use of the water for the above purpose is restricted to beneficial use on the lands or place of use described.

“Unable to Locate” POUs

“Unable to locate” POUs include, for example, the POUs for rights where there isn't a map
available in the file, the map doesn’t give sufficient information to locate the feature, the POU isn't
well defined and the POU can’t be approximated.

» First, determine if there is a corresponding supplemental or associated right referenced
on the water right file. Pull this file and look for a map or other information that will help
you determine POU placement.

e Ifthe POU still cannot be located, digitize a poly-point for the POU in the center of the
smallest area consistent with the water right document and/or map. Select “Unable to
locate” as the feature_quality_code.

Examples:

The smallest area described on the water right document is the NWNW. There is no other
information on the map or base layers that can further narrow down the location. Place a
poly-point in the center of the NWNW and select “Unable to locate” as the feature_quality
code.

For an industrial right, the smallest area described on the water right document is the NENE.
However, the application map shows the use is in a tax lot within the NENE. It is still unclear
where in the tax lot the use is. If the tax lot is visible on the tax lot layer, place your poly-point
in the center of the tax lot. Select “Unable to locate” as the feature_quality_code.

The water right lists several quarter quarters for an irrigation right. Acreage cannot be located
for any of the quarter quarters. Place a poly-point in the center of each quarter quarter. Merge
these poly-points and select “Unable to locate” as the feature_quality_code.

Sometimes a right has multiple uses but not all uses can be mapped. Map the uses you can. For
the other uses, digitize a poly-point for the POU and select “Unable to locate” as the
feature_quality_code.

Example: The right lists irrigation and domestic use. The map shows a field being
irrigated but does not reflect the domestic use. Digitize the polygon(s) for the irrigation
portion of the right and attribute the polygon. For the domestic use, digitize a poly-point
for the POU and attribute the poly-point. Select “Unable to locate” as the

Sometimes only a portion of a POU feature can be located. Map a polygon for the locatable
portion. For the portion of the POU that cannot be located, digitize a poly-point in the center of the
smallest area consistent with the water right document and/or map. Merge the polygon and poly-
point together under the appropriate pou_use_id. Select “Partially mapped” as the
feature_quality_code. If possible, in the Remarks field of the attribute table, identify the portion
that could not be located.

Examples:

e The water right document shows there are 10.0 acres in the NENE and 5.0 acres in the
NWNE. The map in the file reflects the acreage in the NENE but you cannot determine
where the acreage is in the NWNE. Map a polygon for the NENE acreage and put a poly
point in the center of the NWNE. Merge the polygon and the poly point together and
select “Partially mapped” as the feature_quality_code. Record the difference in acres
(5.0) in the delta_size field of the attribute table. Enter ‘UTL NWNE ACRES’ in the
Remarks field.

ORS 540.505 to 540.580 establishes the process in which a water right holder may submit a
request to transfer the point of diversion, place of use, or character of use authorized under an
existing water right. OAR Chapter 690, Division 380 implements the statutes and provides the
Department’s procedures and criteria for evaluating transfer applications.

Findings of Fact

1. Dale Beattie filed an application to transfer the point of diversion and place of use under
Certificate 20269. The Department assigned the application number T-9318.

2. The right to be transferred and partially cancelled is as follows:
Certificate: 20269 in the name of Peter Adams

Use: Irrigation and domestic
Priority Date: August 14, 1945
Quantity: 0.02 cfs, being 0.01 cfs for irrigation and 0.01 cfs for domestic use
Rate/Duty: 1/80 cfs per acre, not to exceed 2% acre-feet per acre irrigated during the
irrigation season of each year

Acres: 0.8

Source: Calapooya Creek, tributary to Umpqua River
Authorized Point of Diversion:

Township Range Meridian | Sec Ya Va Lot | DLC Location

3. Application T-9318 proposes to move the authorized point of diversion approximately V4
mile downstream in Calapooya Creek to:

Township Range Meridian | Sec Yo Va Lot | DLC Location

25 S 4 w W.M. 7 NW NE 2 820’ S and 2530’ W from the
NE corner of Section 7

4. Application T-9318 proposes to change the place of use of the right to:

5. The location of the authorized point of diversion and place of use in the transfer map do not
match the location on the final proof map for the water right perfected under Permit 16518.
The Department has determined that the differences are due to a surveying error on the final
proof map, and that the locations of the authorized point of diversion and place of use shown
in the transfer map are correct.

6. The transfer map does not indicate the portion of the proposed POU in Lot 2 and the portion
in DLC 51 in NW% NEY of Section 7, however, the additional map submitted by Maurice
E. Farr for Permit R-11967, received April 28, 2004, shows the proposed place of use as 0.5
acre in Lot 2 and 0.3 acre in DLC 51. This additional map is being accepted as an
addendum to the transfer map, to clarify the POU acreage.

7. Notice of the application for transfer was published pursuant to ORS 540.520 and OAR 690-
380-4000. No comments were filed in response to the notice.

8. The land from which the water right is proposed to be transferred is owned by Daniel A.
Aten. Daniel A. Aten, consents to the transfer of the water right from his land.

9. Water has been used for irrigation within the five years prior to filing the application
according to the terms and conditions of the right and no evidence is available that would
demonstrate that the irrigation portion of the right is subject to forfeiture under ORS
540.610.

10. Water has not been used for domestic use under the right within the five years prior to filing

the application. The water right holder submitted an affidavit authorizing cancellation of the
domestic portion of the right.

11. The proposed change would not result in enlargement of the right, provided that the rate and
duty are not exceeded. The Watermaster has requested a measuring device to be installed
prior to use of the new point of diversion.

12. The proposed place of use has two appurtenant rights: Surface Water Registration (SWR)
Claim 366 for 0.00475 cfs/ac primary irrigation (priority date November 14, 1898), and
Permit 53356 for 0.0046 cfs/ac for primary irrigation March 1-June 30 (priority date January
20, 1993). Oregon law provides that when multiple rights apply to the same lands, the total
allowed rate (1/80 cfs/acre = 0.0125 cfs/ac) and duty (2% ac-ft/ac) must not be exceeded,
with the earliest priority right being primary, unless the water user designates otherwise. All
other rights must be diminished to supplemental, reduced to a “deficiency of rate”, or
cancelled. The right under Certificate 20269 to be transferred allows a full rate of 1/80
cfs/ac (0.0125 cfs/ac). The applicant indicated, by phone, his intention for the earliest
priority rights to be primary, and willingness to diminish later rights to supplemental. If T-

9318 is approved, Permit 53356 shall not be perfected on the overlapping acreage at time of
proof. At time of adjudication of SWR 366, the rate of the transferred right may need to be
reduced to make up for the deficiency in the rate of the earlier priority right.

13. The proposed change would not result in injury to other water rights.

14. Under ORS 540.525 and OAR-380-5060, the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife
(ODFW) requested that the new point of diversion be equipped with a fish screen having
3/32-inch mesh, to correspond with NMFS criteria.

15. Notice of T-9318 was published in conformance with OAR 690-015-0080 and OAR 690
380-4020. No protests were received.

Conclusions of Law

The changes in point of diversion and place of use proposed in application T-9318 are consistent
with the requirements of ORS 540.505 to 540.580 and OAR 690-380-5000.

Now, therefore, it is ORDERED:

1. The changes in point of diversion and place of use proposed in application T-9318 are
approved.

2. Water right certificate 20269 is cancelled.

3. The right to the use of the water is restricted to beneficial use at the place of use described
and is subject to all other conditions and limitations contained in Certificate 20269 and any
related decree.

4. The proposed change shall be completed on or before October 1, 2005.

5. A Claim of Beneficial Use prepared by a Certified Water Rights Examiner shall be
submitted by the applicant to the Department by October 1, 2006.

6. The quantity of water diverted at the proposed point of diversion shall not exceed the
quantity of water lawfully available at the original point of diversion.

7. Prior to diverting water, the water user shall install and maintain a headgate, an in-line flow
meter, weir, or other suitable device for measuring and recording the quantity of water
diverted. The type and plans of the headgate and measuring device must be approved by the
Department prior to beginning construction and shall be installed under the general
supervision of the Department.

8. The water user shall install and maintain a fish screen or fish by-pass device, as appropriate,
at the new point of diversion. The type and plans of the screen or by-pass device must be
approved by the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife prior to beginning of construction,
and shall be installed under the supervision of the Department of Fish and Wildlife. The
water user may participate in the Department of Fish and Wildlife’s cost-sharing program
for installation of screening and by-pass devices in accordance with ORS 540.525.

9. The amount of water used for irrigation, together with the amount secured under any other
right existing for the same lands, is limited to a diversion of ONE-EIGHTIETH of one cubic
foot per second, or its equivalent for each acre irrigated, and shall be further limited to a
diversion of not to exceed 2"z acre-feet per acre for each acre irrigated during the irrigation
season of each year.

10. Permit 53356 shall not be perfected on the overlapping acreage at time of proof. At time of
adjudication of SWR 366, the rate of the transferred right may be reduced to make up for the
deficiency of rate of the earlier priority right.

11. The 0.01 cfs for domestic use under Certificate 20269 is cancelled.

12. When satisfactory proof of the completed changes is received, a new certificate confirming
the rights transferred will be issued.

The Oregon Water Resources Department in coordination and cooperation with the Oregon Department of
Fish and Wildlife includes screen requirements on pumps to protect fish as a condition of many surface
water and/or reservoir water right permits. This is done in accordance with ORS 537.153.

The Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife does not usually inspect small pump screens at pumped
diversions less than 225 GPM (Gallons per Minute), but furnishes the following fish screening criteria
information to the water right permittee: _

Screen material open area must be at least 27 % of the total wetted screen area.
. Perforated plate: Openings shall not exceed 3/32 or 0.0938 inches (2.38 mm).
Mesh/Woven wire screen: Square openings shall not exceed 3/32 or 0.0938 inches (2.38
mm) in the narrow direction, e.g., 3/32 inch x 3/32 inch open mesh.
Profile bar screen/Wedge wire: Openings shall not exceed 0.0689 inches (1.75 mm) in
the narrow direction.

Screen area must be large enough not to cause fish impact. Wetted screen area depends on the
water flow rate and the water approach velocity. Approach velocity is the water velocity
perpendicular to and approximately three inches in front of any part of the screen face.

An Active pump screen is a self cleaning screen that has a proven cleaning system. The screen
approach velocity for active pump screens shall not exceed 0.4 fps (feet per second) or 0.12
mps (meters per second). The wetted screen area in square feet is calculated by dividing the
maximum water flow rate in cubic feet per second (1 cfs = 449 gpm) by 0.4 fps.

A Passive pump screen is a screen that has no cleaning system other than periodic manual
cleaning. Screen approach velocity for passive pump screens shall not exceed. 0.2 fps or 0.06
mps. The wetted screen area in square feet is calculated by dividing the maximum water flow rate
by 0.2 fps.

NOTICE OF RIGHT TO PETITION FOR RECONSIDERATION OR JUDICIAL REVIEW

This is an order in other than a contested case. This order is subject to judicial review under ORS 183.484 and ORS 536.075.
Any petition for judicial review must be filed within the 60-day time period specified by ORS 183.484(2). Pursuant to ORS
183.484, ORS 536.075 and OAR 137-004-0080, you may petition for judicial review and petition the Director for
reconsideration of this order. A petition for reconsideration may be granted or denied by the Director, and if no action is
taken within 60 days following the date the petition was filed, the petition shall be deemed denied. In addition, under ORS
537.260 any person with an application, permit or water right certificate subsequent in priority may jointly or severally
contest the issuance of the certificate within three months after issuance of the certificate.
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Measurement, recording and reporting:

A. The water user shall maintain the meter or other suitable measuring device as approved by the Director in
good working order.

The location of the authorized point of diversion and place of use in the transfer map do not
match the location on the final proof map for the water right perfected under Permit 16518.
The Department has determined that the differences are due to a surveying error on the final
proof map, and that the locations of the authorized point of diversion and place of use shown
in the transfer map are correct.

The transfer map does not indicate the portion of the proposed POU in Lot 2 and the portion
in DLC 51 in NWY NEY of Section 7, however, the additional map submitted by Maurice
E. Farr for Permit R-11967, received April 28, 2004, shows the proposed place of use as 0.5
acre in Lot 2 and 0.3 acre in DLC 51. This additional map is being accepted as an
addendum to the transfer map, to clarify the POU acreage.

Notice of the application for transfer was published pursuant to ORS 540.520 and OAR 690-
380-4000. No comments were filed in response to the notice.

The land from which the water right is proposed to be transferred is owned by Daniel A.
Aten. Daniel A. Aten, consents to the transfer of the water right from his land.

Water has been used for irrigation within the five years prior to filing the application
according to the terms and conditions of the right and no evidence is available that would
demonstrate that the irrigation portion of the right is subject to forfeiture under ORS
540.610. '

Water has not been used for domestic use under the right within the five years prior to filing
the application. The water right holder submitted an affidavit authorizing cancellation of the
domestic portion of the right.

The proposed change would not result in enlargement of the right, provided that the rate and
duty are not exceeded. The Watermaster has requested a measuring device to be installed
prior to use of the new point of diversion.

The proposed place of use has two appurtenant rights: Surface Water Registration (SWR)
Claim 366 for 0.00475 cfs/ac primary irrigation (priority date November 14, 1898), and
Permit 53356 for 0.0046 cfs/ac for primary irrigation March 1-June 30 (priority date January
20, 1993). Oregon law provides that when multiple rights apply to the same lands, the total
allowed rate (1/80 cfs/acre = 0.0125 cfs/ac) and duty (2% ac-ft/ac) must not be exceeded,
with the earliest priority right being primary, unless the water user designates otherwise. All
other rights must be diminished to supplemental, reduced to a “deficiency of rate”, or
cancelled. The right under Certificate 20269 to be transferred allows a full rate of 1/80
cfs/ac (0.0125 cfs/ac). The applicant indicated, by phone, his intention for the earliest
priority rights to be primary, and willingness to diminish later rights to supplemental. If T-
9318 is approved, Permit 53356 shall not be perfected on the overlapping acreage at time of
proof. At time of adjudication of SWR 366, the rate of the transferred right may need to be
reduced to make up for the deficiency in the rate of the earlier priority right.

The proposed change would not result in injury to other water rights.

Under ORS 540.525 and OAR-380-5060, the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife
(ODFW) requested that the new point of diversion be equipped with a fish screen having
3/32-inch mesh, to correspond with NMFS criteria.

Determination and Proposed Action

The proposed changes in point of diversion and place of use in application T-9314 appear to be
consistent with the requirements of ORS 537.705 and 540.505 to 540.580 and OAR 690-380-
5000.

T-9318 will be approved provided that protests are not filed pursuant to OAR 690-380-4030.

If approved, the change and subsequent use of water shall be subject to the following conditions:
