Reduced use improved levels to
within permit conditions which has since allowed for continued use. This well was cased and sealed so as to not impact
other water rights and water bearing zones.

Defer to groundwater section review regarding source. Two of these POA's, UMAT 56683 and UMAT 332 both have SWL
conditions in them. Increased use from UMAT 56683 would likely trigger SWL conditions. Allowing additional POA's would
potentially avoid triggering SWL conditions by allowing increased use from other wells. It was my understanding that
transferring to/from wells with SWL conditions was not allowed for this reason.
