FINAL ORDER APPROVING ADDITIONAL 
POINTS OF APPROPRIATION, CHANGES IN

Oregon Revised Statutes (ORS) 537 .705 and 540.505 to 540.580 establish the -process in which a 
water right holder may submit a request to transfer the point of appropriation, place of use, or 
character of use authorizetj under an existing water right. Oregon Administrative Rules (OAR) 
Chapter 690, Division 380 implement the statutes and provides the Department's procedures • 

and criteria for evaluating t ransfer applications:

Findings of Fact 

1. On March 7, 2022, GOLDEN RULE FARMS, INC. file·d an application for additional points of 
• appropriati_on and to change the place of US!= under Certificate 95616, and to change the 
points of appropriation and the places of use under Certificates 88299, 93236, 95617, 
95618, 95619, 95663, an~ 95664. The Department assigned the application number 
T-13942. 

2. Notice of the application for transfer was published on March 29, 2022, pursuant to OAR 
690-380-4000. Three comments were timely filed in response to the notice. The issues 
raised by the comments included: 

a) Commercial development will further i_njure rural homes and livestock operations; 

b) Changes in groundwater availability will adversely affect other water rights; 

This final order is subject to judicial review by the Court of Appeals under ORS 183.482. Any petiti on for judicial 
review must be filed w ithin the 60-day t ime period specified by ORS 183.482(1). Pu rsuant to ORS 536.07~ and OAR 
137-003-0675, you may petition for judicial revi ew or petition the Director fo r reconsideration of this order. A 
peti t ion for reconsideration may be granted or denied by the Director, and if no act ion is taken within 60 days 
fo llowing the date t he petition was filed, th e petiti on shall be deemed den ied. 
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c) "Groundwater ·Ievel declines in the basin are the result of over-allocation and are a 
serious concern for all groundwater users." 

3. Not all the issues raised by the commenters address the criteria for review of a water right 
transfer as per OAR 690-380-4010 and ap.proval of a transfer .application under OAR 690-
380-5000. Some of the comments described in Fin~ing of Fact (FOF) #2 raise public 
interest issues. Under Oregon Law, water right transfers are not subject to a public interest 
review. Rather, the statutory basis for approving a water right transfer appl ication is 
relatively narrow and confined to the department finding or determining: 

a) The water right proposed for transfer is a water use subject to transfer; 

b) The portion of the water right proposed for transfer is not cancelled due t_o forfeiture 
for non-use pursuant to ORS 540.610; 

c) • The proposed transfer would not result in enlargement of the water right proposed for 
transfer; and 

d) The proposed transfer would not result in injury to other water right s. 

4. On March 23, and April 5, 2022; the Department contacted the applicant's agents by 
written correspondence t o notify the applicant and the applicant's agents of deficiencies in 
the application . The measured distances provided in the application tables for proposed 
Well 4 (HARN 52517), were inconsistent with the measured distances provid es .on the 
application maps. Additionally, the locations in the application materials provided for 

• proposed Well 1 (HARN 52720) and proposed Well 4 (HARN 52517); are inconsistent with 
wel'I locations established by. Department staff on October 22, 2019. The Department 
requested tha! revised t ables and maps be submitted . 

5. On May 11, 2022, the Department contacted the applicant's agents by written 
co rrespondence requesting that revisions to the application be submitted. The Department 
requested that the revisions be submitted by May 23, 2022_. 

6. On May 19, 2022, the Department received revisions to the application and maps, 
resolving the deficiencies. 

7. - On Febr~ary 16, 2023, the Department mailed a copy of t he draft Preliminary 
Determination proposing to approve Transfer Application T-13942 to the applic_ant. The 
draft Preliminary Deterr:nination cover letter set forth a-deadline of March 20, 2023, for the 
applicantto respond . 

8. On March 24, 2023, the applicant requested to extend the date for completion of full 
beneficial use of the _water to October 1, 2026. The applicant also requested that the 
Department proceed with issuance of a Preliminary Determination and provided the 
necessary information to demonstrate that the applicant is authorized to pursue the 
transfer. 
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9. On July 6, 2023, the Department issued a Preliminary Determination proposing to approve 
Transfer T-13942 and mailed a copy to the applicant. Additionally, notice of the 
Preliminar·y Determination for the transfer application was published on the Departmenf s 
weekly notice on July 11, 2023, and in the Burn Times Herald newspaper on July 19 and 26, 
2023 pursuant to ORS 540.520 and OAR 690-380-4020. No protests were filed in response 

to the notices.

If substantial interference with surface water or a seruor water right occurs due to withdrawal of water from any well listed on 
this right, then use of water from the well(s) shall be discontinued or reduced and/or the schedule of withdrawal shall be 
regulated until or unless the Department approves or implements an alternative administrative action to mitigate the 
interference. The Department encourages juruor and senior appropriators to jointly develop plans to mitigate interference. 

The well(s) shall be maintained in accordance with the General Standards for the Construction and Maintenance of Water 
Wells in Oregon. The works shall be equipped with a usable access port, and may also include an air line and pressure gauge 
adequate to detennine the water level elevation in the well at all times. 

The use may restricted if the quality of downstream waters decreases to the point that those waters no longer meet state or 
federal water quality standards due to reduced flows. 

Where two or more water users agree among themselves as to the manner of rotation in the use of water and such agreement 
is placed in writing and filed by such water users with the watermaster, and such rotation system does not infringe upon such 
prior rights of any water user not a party to such rotation plan, the watermaster shall distribute the water according to the 
agreement. 

The Director may require water level or pump test results every ten years. 

This right is for the beneficial use of water without waste. The water user is advised that new regulations may require the use 
of best practical technologies or conservation practices to achieve this end. 

By law, the land use associated with this water use must be in compliance with statewide land-use goals and any local 
acknowledged land-use plan. 

The use of water shall be limited when it interferes with any prior surface or ground water rights. 

The right to the use of the water for the above purpose is restricted to beneficial use on the place of use described.

NOTICE OF CERTIFICATE ISSUANCE

Dennis, 

I have left a message with Tim Puckett, who has listed you as a second agent on this file. One of the well logs provided 
with the application is HARN 1494. This location is the same as that given for HARN 1495 on file G-17154, permit G-
16585. T-11482 proposes to add a well to that permit. I reviewed this transfer recently and it also has some issues. The 
application and map do not agree with each other, but the map appeared to be correct and t ied HARN 1495 to that same 
location. 

So, I believe that the log provided here is wrong and likely should be replaced with HARN 1495. As usual, the driller's well 
locations are not much help. The key piece of information may be that HARN 1495 reports 12" casing and HARN 1494 
reports 14" casing . This could take a visual inspection to sort out.

Summary of Recommendation : The Department recommends that the attached 
draft permit be issued with conditions . 

Application History 

On September 27 , 2012, Golden Rule Farms Inc submitted an application to 
the Department for the following water use permit: 

• Amount of Water : 2 . 67 cubic feet per second (CFS) 
• Use of Water: irrigation of 80.0 acres 
• Source of Water : Indian Head Well 1 (HARN 1495) and Indian Head 

Well 3 (HARN 51851) in South Fork Malheur River Basin 
• Area of Proposed Use: Harney County within Section 9, Township 

27 South, Range 34 East, W. M. 

On March 15, 2013 , the Department mailed the applicant notice of its 
Initial Review, determining that "The appropriation of 1 . 33 CFS from 
Indian Head Well 1 (HARN 1495) and Indian Head Well 3 (HARN 51851) in 
South Fork Malheur River Basin for irrigation of 80 . 0 acres April 1 
through October 31 may be allowed . " The applicant did not notify the 
Department to stop processing the application within 14 days of that 
date. 

On March 19, 2013 , the Department gave public notice of the application 
in its weekly notice . The public notice included a request for comments , 
and information for interested persons about obtaining future notices and 
a copy of the Proposed Final Order . No wri tten comments were received 
within 30 days . 

In reviewing applications, the Department may consider any relevant 
sources of information, including the following : 

• any applicable basin program 
• applicable statutes, administrative rules, and case law 
• the amount of water available 
• the rate and duty for the proposed use 
• any general basin- wide standard for flow rate and duty of water 

allowed 
• the need for a flow rate and duty higher than the general 

standard . 
• pending senior applications and existing water rights of record 
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App l ication G-17587 

• any applicable comprehensive plan or zoning ordinance 
• recommendations by other state agencies 
• the Scenic Waterway requirements of ORS 390 . 835 
• designations of a ny critical ground water areas 
• any comments received 

Findings of Fact 

The Malheur Basin Program a llows irr i gation . 

An assessment of ground water availability has been completed by the 
Department ' s Ground Water/Hydrology section. A copy of this assessment is 
in the file. Ground water will likely be avai lable within the capacity of 
the resource, and if proper l y condi t ioned, the propo s ed use of ground 
water will avoid injury to existing ground wa t er rights . 

Ground Water Findings Under OAR 690-009 
The Department determined, c onsistent with OAR 690-009-0040(4) , that the 
proposed ground water use will not have the potential for substantial 
interference with surface water . 

In making this determination, the Department considered whether : 

(a) There is a hydraulic connection from the proposed well(s) to 
any surface water sources. 

(b) The point of appropriation is a horizontal distance less than 
one-fourth mile from the surface water source; 

(c) The rate of appropriation is greater than five cubic feet per 
second, if the point of appropriation is a horizontal distance 
less than one mile from the surface water source; 

(d) The rate of appropriation is greater than one percent of the 
pertinent adopted minimum perennial streamflow or instream 
water right with a senior priority date, if one is applicable, 
or of the discharge that is equaled or exceeded 80 percent of 
time, as determined or estimated by the Department, and if the 
point of appropriation is a horizont al distance less than one 
mile from the surface water source ; 

(e) The ground water appropriation, if continued for a period of 30 
days, would result in stream deplet i on greater than 25 percent 
of the rate of appropriation, if the point of appropriation is 
a horizontal distance less than one mile from the surface water 
source . 

According to the Department's rules, the potential for substantial 
interference is assumed if (a) and either (b) or (c) or (d) or (e) 
are met. For this application , the Department determined that there 
is no potential for substantial interference, because either (a) is 
not met, or (b), (c), (d) or (e) are not met , or both . 
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Application G-17587 

Indian Head Well 1 (HARN 1495) and Indian Head Well 3 (HARN 51851) in 
South Fork Malheur River Basin are not within or above a State Scenic 
Waterway. 

The application proposed a water use rate that is higher than the general 
basin-wide standard and submitted information intending to demonstrate 
the need for the higher rate of 1/30 CFS per acre. Oregon Revised 
Statute 537 . 621(4) allows the Department to authorize a rate higher than 
the standard except upon specific findings related to the application to 
support a determination that a lesser amount is needed. The Department 
has determined there is a need for a higher rate, but at a les s er amount 
than 1 / 30 CFS per acre. The Department finds that no more than 1 . 33 CFS 
would be necessary for the proposed use. The amount of water allowed 
shall be r es tricted to 1 . 33 CFS, which is 1/60 CFS per acre . 

The proposed ground water use is not within a designated critical ground 
water area . 

Conclusions of Law 

Under the provisions of ORS 537 . 621, the Department must presume that a 
proposed use will ensure the preservation of the public welfare, safety 
and health if the proposed use is allowed in the applicable basin program 
established pursuant to ORS 536.300 and 536 . 340 or given a preference 
under ORS 536 . 310(12), if water is available, if the proposed use will 
not injure other water rights and if the proposed use complies with rules 
of the Water Resources Commission. 

The proposed use requested in this application is allowed in the Malheur 
Basin Program . 

Water is available for the proposed use. 

The proposed use will not injure other water rights. 

The proposed use complies with other rules of the Water Resources 
Commission not otherwise described above. 

The application is in compliance with the State Agency Coordination 
Program regarding land use . 

A flow rate of water higher than the general basin-wide standard is 
needed, however the duty will be limited to the standard amount. 

For these reasons, the required presumption has been established . 

Under the provisions of ORS 537. 621, once the presumption has been 
established, it may be overcome by a preponderance of evidence that 
either: 
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(a) One or more of the criteria for establishing the presumption 
are not satisfied; or 

(b) The proposed use would not ensure the preservation of the 
public welfare, safety and health as demonstrated in comments, 
in a protest or in a finding of the department that 
shows : 

(A) The specific aspect of the public welfare, safety and 
health under ORS 537.525 that would be impaired or 
detrimentally affected; and 

(B) Specifically how the identified aspect of the public 
welfare, safety and health under ORS 537. 525 would be 
impaired or be adversely affected . 

In this application, all criteria for establishing the presumption have 
been satisfied, as noted above. The presumption has not been overcome by 
a preponderance of evidence that the proposed use would impair or be 
detrimental to the public interest . 

The Department therefore concludes that the proposed use would ensure the 
preservation of the public we l fare , safety and h ealth as described in ORS 
537.525 . 

When issuing permits , ORS 537 . 628(1) authorizes the Department to include 
limitations and conditions which have been determined necessary to 
protect the public welfare, safety, and health. The attached draft permit 
is conditioned accordingly. 

Recommendation 

The Department recommends that the attached draft permit be issued with 
conditions.

The Department requires the water user to obtain, from a qualified 
individual (see below), and report annual static water lev els for each 
well on the permit . The static water level shall be measured in the 
month of March. Reports shall be s ubmitted to the Department within 30 
days of measurement . 

The permittee shall report an initial March static water-level 
measurement once well construction is complete and annual measurements 
thereafter. Annual measurements are required whether or not the well is 
used. The first annual measurement will establish a reference level 
against which future measurements will be compared .

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If the number, location, source, or construction of any well deviates 
from that proposed in the permit application or required by permit 
conditions, this permit may be subject to cancellation, unless the 
Department authorizes the change in writing . 

If substantial interference with surface water or a senior water right 
occurs due to withdrawal of water from any well listed on this permit, 
then use of water from the well(s) shall be discontinued or reduced 
and /or the schedule of withdrawal shall be regulated until or unless the 
Department approves or implements an alternative administrative action 
to mitigate the interference .

If the riparian area is disturbed in the process of developing a point 
of appropriation, the permittee shall be responsible for restoration and 
enhancement of such riparian area in accordance with ODFW's Fish and 
Wildlife Habitat Mitigation Policy OAR 635-415. For purposes of 
mitigation, the ODFW Fish and Wildlife Habitat Mitigation Goals and 
Standards, OAR 635-415, shall be followed. 

The use may be restricted if the quality of downstream waters decreases 
to the point that those waters no longer meet state or federal water 
quality standards due to reduced flows . 

Where two or more water users agree among themselves as to the manner of

This letter is to inform you of the preliminary analysis of your water-use permit application and to 
describe your options. In determining whether an application may be approved, the Department must 
consider the factors listed below, all of which must be favorable to the proposed use if it is to be 
allowed. Based on the information you have supplied, the Water Resources Department has made 
the following preliminary determinations: 

Initial Review Determinations: 

1. The application proposed the appropriation of 2.67 cubic feet per second (CFS) of water 
from Indian Head Well 1 (HARN 1495) and Indian Head Well 3 (HARN 51851) in South 
Fork Malheur River Basin for irrigation of 80.0 acres April 1 through October 31 of each 
year. 

2. The proposed use is not prohibited by law or rule except where otherwise noted below. 

3. The appropriation of ground water in South Fork Malheur River Basin for irrigation is 
allowable under the Malheur Basin Program. 

4. Ground water will likely be available within the capacity of the resource, and if properly 
conditioned, the proposed use of ground water will avoid injury to existing ground water 
rights. 

The Department has determined, based upon OAR 690-009, that the proposed ground water 
use will not have the potential for substantial interference with any surface water source. 

5. The standard allowable rate for irrigation use from ground water at that location is 1/60 CFS 
per acre. In the absence of other information, if the application is approved, the rate allowed 
will be limited to 1.33 CFS. However, Oregon Revised Statute 537.621 (4) allows the 
Department to authorize a rate and/or duty that is higher than the general basin-wide 
standard. If you would like to provide additional information for the Department to consider, 
please do so by Thursday, April 18, 2013. If you need additional time, you may send a 
written request for up to 180 days. If we do not receive additional information to consider 
or a hold request by this date, the Department will limit the rate to 1.33 CFS. 
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Summary of Initial Determinations 

The appropriation of 1.33 CFS from Indian Head Well 1 (HARN 1495) and Indian Head Well 
3 (HARN 51851) in South Fork Malheur River Basin for irrigation of 80.0 acres April 1 
through October 31 may be allowed. 

Because of the Department's determination, your application can be moved to the next phase of the 
water-rights application review process, where public interest factors will be evaluated. However, 
due to #5 above, your application will likely be limited accordingly. 

Please reference the application number when sending any correspondence regarding the conclusions 
ofthis initial review. Comments received within the comment period will be evaluated at the next 
phase of the process. 

At this time, you must decide whether to proceed or to withdraw your application as described 
below. 

Withdrawal Refunds: 

If you choose not to proceed, you may withdraw your application and receive a refund (minus a $200 
processing charge per application). To accomplish this you must notify the Department in writing 
by Friday, March 29, 2013. For your convenience you may use the enclosed "STOP 
PROCESSING" form. 

To Proceed With Your Application: 

If you choose to proceed with your application, you do not have to notify the Department. Your 
application will automatically be placed on the Department's Public Notice to allow others the 
opportunity to comment. After the comment period the Department will complete a public interest 
review and issue a Proposed Final Order. 

If A Permit Is Issued It Will Likely Include The Following Conditions: 

1. Measurement, recording and reporting conditions: 

A. Before water use may begin under this permit, the permittee shall install a totalizing 
flow meter or other suitable measuring device as approved by the Director at each 
point of appropriation. The permittee shall maintain the meter or measuring device 
in good working order. 

B. The permittee shall keep a complete record of the amount of water diverted each 
month, and shall submit a report which includes the recorded water-use 
measurements to the Department annually or more frequently as may be required by 
the Director. Further, the Director may require the permittee to report general water­
use information, including the place and nature of use of water under the permit. 

C. The permittee shall allow the watermaster access to the meter or measuring device; 
provided however, where any meter or measuring device is located within a private 
structure, the watermaster shall request access upon reasonable notice. 

f 
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D. The Director may provide an opportunity for the permittee to submit alternative 
measuring and reporting procedures for review and approval. 

2. The Department requires the water user to obtain, from a qualified individual (see below), 
and report annual static water levels for each well on the permit. The static water level shall 
be measured in the month of March. Reports shall be submitted to the Department within 30 
days of measurement. 

The permittee shall report an initial March static water-level measurement once well 
construction is complete and annual measurements thereafter. Annual measurements are 
required whether or not the well is used. The first annual measurement will establish a 
reference level against which future measurements will be compared. However, the Director 
may establish the reference level based on an analysis of other water-level data. The Director 
may require the user to obtain and report additional water levels each year if more data are 
needed to evaluate the aquifer system. 

All measurements shall be made by a certified water rights examiner, registered professional 
geologist, registered professional engineer, licensed well constructor or pump installer 
licensed by the Construction Contractors Board. Measurements shall be submitted on forms 
provided by, or specified by, the Department. Measurements shall be made with equipment 
that is accurate to at least the standards specified in OAR 690-217-0045. The Department 
requires the individual performing the measurement to: 

A. Associate each measurement with an owner' s well name or number and a 
Department well log ID; and 

B. Report water levels to at least the nearest tenth of a foot as depth-to-water 
below ground surface; and 

C. Specify the method of measurement; and 
D. Certify the accuracy of all measurements and calculations reported to the 

Department. 

The water user shall discontinue use of, or reduce the rate or volume of withdrawal from, the 
well(s) if any of the following events occur: 

A. Annual water-level measurements reveal an average water-level decline of 
three or more feet per year for five consecutive years; or 

B. Annual water-level measurements reveal a water-level decline of 15 or more 
feet in fewer than five consecutive years; or 

C. Annual water-level measurements reveal a water-level decline of25 or more 
feet; or 

D. Hydraulic interference leads to a decline of 25 or more feet in any 
neighboring well with senior priority. 

The period of restricted use shall continue until the water level rises above the decline level 
which triggered the action or the Department determines, based on the permittee's and/or the 
Department's data and analysis, that no action is necessary because the aquifer in question 
can sustain the observed declines without adversely impacting the resource or causing 
substantial interference with senior water rights. The water user shall not allow excessive 
decline, as defined in Commission rules, to occur within the aquifer as a result of use under 
this permit. If more than one well is involved, the water user may submit an alternative 
measurement and reporting plan for review and approval by the Department. 
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3. Prior to using water from any well listed on this permit, the perrnittee shall ensure that the 
well has been assigned an OWRD Well Identification Number (Well ID tag), which shall be 
permanently attached to the well. The Well ID shall be used as a reference in any 
correspondence regarding the well, including any reports of water use, water level, or pump 
test data. 

The water source identified in your application may be affected by an Agricultural Water Quality 
Management Area Plan. These plans are developed by the Oregon Department of Agriculture (ODA) 
with the cooperation of local landowners and other interested stakeholders, and help to ensure that 
current and new appropriations of water are done in a way that does not adversely harm the 
environment.

4. Proposed Final Order Issued 

The Department reviews any comments received, including comments from other state agencies related to 
the protection of sensitive, threatened or endangered fish species. Within 60 days of completion of the IR, 
the Department issues a Proposed Final Order (PFO) explaining the proposed decision to deny or approve 
the application. A PFO proposing approval of an application will include a draft permit, and may request 
additional information or outstanding fees required prior to permit issuance. 

5. Public Notice 

Within 7 days of issuing the PFO, the Department gives public notice in the weekly notice. Notice 
includes information about the application and the PFO. Protest must be received by the Department 
within 45 days after publication of the PFO in the weekly notice. Anyone may file a protest. The protest 
filing fee is $300.00 for the applicant and $600.00 for non-applicants. Protests are filed on approximately 
l 0% of Proposed Final Orders. If a protest is filed, the Department will attempt to settle the protest but 
will schedule a contested case hearing if necessary. 

6. Final Order Issued 

If no protests are filed, the Department issues a Final Order consistent with the PFO. If the application is 
approved, a permit is issued that specifies the details of the authorized use and any terms, limitations or 
conditions that the Department deems appropriate.
