SUBJECT: Rumgay Wells in T3S/R1W-2bbc

In 2001-2, I was involved with some well research in the area of the developing Coffee Creek
Correctional Facility near Wilsonville. Several visits to the Rumgay wells were part of that
research. 1spoke primarily with Linda Rumgay but also some with her husband, Keith.

Attached are some graphs that depict the available water level data at the wells. Much of my
data is influenced by pumping as the new well was in high demand and the unused old well was
only 15 feet away. There are well report water levels at both wells.

The construction of the old well is not totally clear. 1 am confident that it develops a basalt
source. Linda told me that the old well was deepened in the 1960’s to 310 feet total depth but I
could not find the log. The only available log for the old well is WASH 13640 which reflects a
deepening from 65 feet to 132 feet in 1957. 1 sensed that Linda’s account of deepening is
correct.

The construction of the new well is clear on WASH 57363. The well develops basalt ground
water below 188 feet. The log notes that different water was found at 58 feet and 122 feet. The
source is located in three water bearing zones below 266 feet.

The water levels at the two wells track closely, given the pumping considerations. That is
significant when same source 1s an issue. Based on the available information, I am inclined to
conclude that the two wells develop the same source in large part. The construction of the
old well may have also developed a shallower basalt source.

On March 2, 1977, we received an application tor a permit to use 150
gallons of water per minute from a well for use in a nursery outside the
narmal irrigation season,

This use may require the diversion of water outside In excess of
quantities normally allowed for irrigation. No policy had been developed
at that time governing the use of water under the various conditons
encountered in a nursery environment.

We have worked closely with the Oregon Nurseryman's Association and
the Oregon State Extension Service in an attempt to determine the
specific needs of nurseries under all conditions, including the watering of
containerized stock, greenhouse application including misting and
continuous drip systems. The study has now been completed and the
specific needs determined, Meanwhile, your application has been held
without action, along with many others, and we apologize for the delay,

Ve are now prepared to move toward the issuing of a permit for the use
described in your anplication. Enclosed is the new Water Resources
Nepartment policy on out-of-season irripation and related nursery use,
All uses of mround water under related nursery uses are considered
commercial use and if less than 5,000 gallons per day of water is use for
related nursery use, this is exempt and no permit is Necessary.,

If you Intend to use the water for out-of-sezson irripation or related
nursery use greater than 5,000 gpd, then please submit the information
requested in the policy statement to justify the amount of water
requested in the application.

I am enclosing a new application form for you to complete. In Items 3
and 7 of the application, the use should he stated this way:

On March 2, 1977, we received your application for a permit to use 0.33 cubic foot
of water per second from a well for use in a nursery. Your application has been
filed and for reference is numbered G-7872.

As of this date, your application has not been approved because preliminary studies
indicate that more water may be required for some types of nursery crops that may be
currently allowed by permit.

For irrigation in Western Oregon, use of ground water is limited to a diversion of
not to exceed 1/80th cubic foot per second per acre (5.61 gallons of water per
minute per acre) and is further limited to 2% acre feet per acre irrigated during
the irrigation season of each year. (April 1 to September 30) (May 1 to September 30
in some areas).

Many nursery operators have expressed a need for more water for a longer period of
time and for greenhouse use the entire year. We now have a policy enabling permits
to include the use of water for irrigation any time of the year that it is beneficial
for immediate plant growth; however, our policy regarding the quantity of water
allowable has not changed.

A cooperative study was to have been conducted by the Extension Service of Oregon
State University and the Oregon Association of Nurserymen. I am enclosing a copy of
our last information regarding the study.

If a permit were issued now in approval of your application, only 1/80th cubic foot
of water per second per acre not to exceed 2% acre feet per acre irrigated annually
would be allowed. Your applicatfon has been held without approval pending completion
of the water needs study.

If you wish to have input into the study, you should contact the Extension Service
or the Oregon Association of Nurserymen. In the meantime, any further action on
your application will be delayed.
