Wells 4, 5 ave been drilled successful
and a permit amendment has been submitted to change/add these new wells to the
permit- but review is on hold until because of the C-date and need for an extension.
The new wells have also been sited above the tsunami zone, which will create a
critical water source for the area in a tsunami emergency.

In accordance with
OAR 690-315-0050(2), on October 9, 2007, the Department issued a Proposed Final Order
proposing to extend the time to fully apply water to beneficial use to October 1, 2022, The
protest period closed November 23, 2007, in accordance with OAR 690-315-0060(1). No protest
was filed.

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FINDINGS OF FACT

Background

1.

Review Criteria for

Permit G-12991 was granted to William L. Meyers by the Department on November 27, 1996.
On December 22, 1997, the permit was assigned to Nantucket Shores Water Company. The
permit authorizes the use of up to 0.58 cfs of water, from two wells, being 0.29 cfs from each
well for quasi-municipal use. It specified construction of the water development project should
be completed by October 1, 1998, and complete application of water was to be made on or
before October 1, 1999.

Due to an ongoing permit extension rulemaking, the Department placed all pending applications
for extension of time for municipal and quasi-municipal permits on hold and did not require
municipal and quasi-municipal water use permit holders to submit applications for extension of
time until the new rules were adopted.

Municipal and quasi-municipal water use permit extension rules OAR 690-315-0070 through
690-315-0100 were adopted by the Water Resources Commission November 1, 2002, were
further revised, filed with the Secretary of State, and became effective on November 22, 2005.

The permit holder submitted an “Application for Extension of Time" to the Department on
September 4, 2002 requesting the time to complete construction of the water system and the time
to apply water to full beneficial use under the terms of Permit G-12991 be extended from
October 1, 1999 to October 1, 2022. This is the first extension of time request for Permit G-
12991.

Notification of the Application for Extension of Time for Permit G-12991 was published in the
Department’s Public Notice dated September 10, 2002. No public comments were received
regarding the extension application,

On June 1, 2005 the permit holder submitted additional information to supplement their
Application for Extension of Time.

7. On September 4, 2002, the Department received an Application for Extension of Time and the
fee required by ORS 536.050 from the permit holder.

Start of Construction [OAR 690-315-0080(1)(b)]

8. Actual construction of one well began prior to the deadline specified in the permit, being
November 27, 1997.

Duration of Extension /OAR 690-315-0080(1)(c)(d)]

Under OAR 690-315-0080(1)(c),(d), in order to approve an extension of time for quasi-municipal water use
permits the Department must find that the time requested is reasonable and the applicant can complete the project
within the time requested.

9. The remaining work to be accomplished under Permit G-12991 consists of completing
construction of the water system and applying water to full beneficial use.

10.  Asof September 4, 2002, the permit holder has appropriated 0.279 cfs of the 0.58 cfs of water
allowed under Permit G-12991 for quasi-municipal purposes.

11. In addition to the 0.58 cfs of water allowed under Permit G-12991, Nantucket Shores Water
Company holds one additional water right, being Permit S-53237 for 1.0 cfs of water from Miles
Creek and two unnamed streams.

12.  Nantucket Shores Water Company’s permits total 0.58 cfs of ground water and 1.0 cfs of live
flow (surface) water. Nantucket Shores Water Company has not yet made beneficial use of 0.301
cfs of water under Permit G-12991 and 1.0 cfs of water under Permit S-53237.

13.  Nantucket Shores Water Company currently utilizes a peak demand of 0.28 cfs of water from
Permit G-14021. Water authorized under Permit S-53237 is being held as a reserve/back up
source to Permit G-14021.

14, Currently, the Nantucket Shores Water Company serves approximately 671 residential users.
Nantucket Shores Water Company expects to serve 984 residents by the year 2016, a population
growth rate of approximately 3.5 percent per year.

15.  Nantucket Shores Water Company’s projected peak demand is approximately 0.409 cfs of water
by the year 2025.

16.  Full development of Permit G-12991 is needed to meet the present and future water demands of
the City.

17.  Given the amount of development left to occur, the Department has determined that the permit
holder’s request to have until October 1, 2022, to complete construction of the water system and
to accomplish the application of water to beneficial use under the terms of Permit G-12991 is
both reasonable and necessary.
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Good Cause /OAR 690-315-0080(1)(e) and (3)(a-gland (4)]
The Department s determination of good cause shall consider the requirements set forth under OAR
690-315-0080(3).

Reasonable Diligence and Good Faith of the Appropriator [OAR 690-315-0080(3)(a).(c) and ()]

Reasonable diligence and good faith of the appropriator must be demonstrated during the permit period or prior
extension period as a part of evaluating good cause in determining whether or not to grant an extension. In
determining the reasonable diligence and good faith of a quasi-municipal water use permit holder, the
Department shall consider activities associated with the development of the right including, but not limited to, the
items set forth under OAR 690-315-0080(4) and shall evaluate how well the applicant met the conditions of the
permit or conditions of a prior extension period.

18.  Prior to the issuance of Permit G-12991 on November 27, 1996, construction of one well was
started.

19.  Work was accomplished (specified in the Application for Extension of Time) during the original
development time frame under Permit G-12991.

20.  As of September 4, 2002, the permit holder has invested $459,000, which is 67 percent of the
total projected cost for complete development of this project. The permit holder anticipates an
additional $225,300 investment is needed for the completion of this project.

21.  Since the issuance of Permit G-12991 on November 27, 1996, approximately 0.279 cfs of the
0.58 cfs allowed has been appropriated for beneficial quasi-municipal purposes under the terms
of this permit.

22.  The Department has considered the permit holder’'s compliance with conditions, and did not
identify any concemns.

Cost to Appropriate and Apply Water to a Beneficial Purpose [OAR 690-315-0080¢3)(h)]

23.  Asof September 4, 2002, the permit holder has invested $459,000, which is 67 percent of the
total projected cost for complete development of this project. The permit holder anticipates an
additional $225,300 investment is needed for the completion of this project.

The Market and Present Demands for Water fOAR 690-315-0080(3)(d)]

24.  Asdescribed in Findings 10 through 15 above, the permit holder has indicated, and the
Department finds that the permit holder must rely almost exclusively on its water right permit
from Miles Creek.

25.  The permit holder projects a population increase, on average, of 3.5 percent per year over the
next eleven.

26.  Given the current water supply situation of Nantucket Shores Water Company, as well as current
and expected demands, there is a market and present demand for the water to be supplied under
Permit G-12991.
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27.  OAR 690-315-0090(3) requires the Department to place a condition on this extension of time to
provide the diversion of water beyond 0.279 cfs under Permit G-12991 shall only be authorized
upon issuance of a final order approving 2 Water Management and Conservation Plan (WMCP)
under OAR Chapter 690, Division 86. A “Development Limitation™ condition” is specified
under Item 1 of the “Conditions™ section of this PFO to meet this requirement.

Fair Return Upon Investment [OAR 690-315-0080(3)(e)]

28.  Use and income from the permitted water development project would result in reasonable returns
upon the investment made in the project to date.

Other Governmental Requirements /OAR 690-315-0080¢3)(1)]

29.  Delays caused by any other governmental requirements in the development of this project have
not been identified.

Events which Delaved Development under the Permit /OAR 690-315-0080(3)()]

30.  According to Nantucket Shores Water Company, delay of development under Permit G-12991
was due, in part, to the slower demands for residential home building lots.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The applicant is entitled to apply for an extension of time to complete construction and/or
completely apply water to the full beneficial use pursuant to ORS 537.630(2).

2\ The applicant has submitted a complete extension application form and the fee specified under
ORS 536.050(1)(k), as required by OAR 690-315-0080(1)(a).

B The applicant demonstrated that actual construction on the project began within the time
specified in the permit, as required by OAR 690-315-0080(1)(b).

4, The time requested to complete construction and apply water to full beneficial use is reasonable,
as required by OAR 690-315-0080(1)(c).

5. Completion of construction and full application of water to beneficial use can be completed by
October 1, 2022 pursuant to OAR 690-315-0080(1)(d).

6. The Department has considered the reasonable diligence and good faith of the appropriator, the
cost to appropriate and apply water to a beneficial purpose, the market and present demands for
water to be supplied, the financial investment made and the fair return upon the investment, the
requirements of other governmental agencies, and unforeseen events over which the water right
permit holder had no control, and the Department has determined that the permit holder has
shown good cause for an extension of time to complete construction of the water system and to
apply the water to full beneficial use pursuant to OAR 690-315-0080(1)(e).
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7. As required by OAR 690-315-0090(3) and as described in Finding 27 above and specified under
Item 1 of the “Conditions” section of this PFO, the diversion of water beyond 0.279 cfs under
Permit G-12991 shall only be authorized upon issuance of a final order approving a Water

Dear Bill:

This letter report is a summary of findings and recommendations concerning ground-water condi-
tions on and near your coastal property near Miles Lake (Figures 1 and 2). My findings are based
on a review of existing geologic reports, maps, driller’s logs, proprietary site investigation reports
in the Pacific City area, and a site examination on May 1, 1992.

Bedrock: Nearly all of your property consisting of approximately 370 acres (Figure 2), in sections
7 and 18 (T4S, R 11W), is underlain by fractured bedrock made up of buff-colored siltstone beds
that dip about 10” to 15° northwest. The upper surface of the siltstone is weathered and more
closely fractured to depths of about 30 to 40 feet where it becomes gray colored and more massive.
Black basaltic dikes have intruded the siltstone sequence causing disruption of the bedding and re-
gional dip near the intrusions. Generally, the bedrock surface throughout the property has a fairly
well-developed mantling of soil with occasional thin sandy patches at lower elevations near the
lakes and coastal dunes. An ancient landslide appears to be present in steep slopes near the south
end of Sears Lake. Although most of the remaining property has been mapped as landslide topog-
raphy (Schlicker and Others (1972 DOGAMI Bulletin 74), based on my preliminary and limited
observations, the general landscape appears stable with little evidence of active slope instability.

Coastal Dunes Sheet: A stabilized and vegetated coastal dune sheet about 1/2 mile wide and 1.5
miles long, mantles the bedrock surface between your property and the Ocean beach at Cape Ki-
wanda State Park. Along the east margin of the dune sheet, drainage from the coastal range has
been blocked by the dunes, forming Miles Lake and Town Lake. The dune sheet has an undulat-
ing land surface with elevations typically 100 to 240 feet or more above sea level. Thin exposures
of bedrock and thin marine terrace deposits about 18 feet thick are exposed along the high tide
beach line, suggesting that the dune sheet rests on an eroded bedrock surface cut to elevations
slightly above sea level (about 20 to 40 feet elevation). The beach exposures and unpublished site
investigation data, suggest that the bedrock bench extends inland at least half the distance to Miles
Lake. Therefore, the thickness of the dune sheet may range from 60 to 200 feet or more depending
on the configuration of the land surface and the top of the bedrock and marine terrace deposits.

Ground-water Conditions: The dune sheet consists predominantly of well-rounded fine sand
that is saturated in the lower portions. Miles Lake (elevation about 125 feet), and Town Lake
(elevation about 75 feet), have hydraulic continuity with groundwater in the dunes and groundwa-
ter in the fractured bedrock. Therefore, the lakes may be properly termed "water table lakes" which
fluctuate seasonally with recharge and runoff variations. A large proportion of the rainfall on the
dunes (perhaps 5 feet or more of the annual rainfall ), is readily absorbed as groundwater recharge.
The dune sheet therefore, is a prime aquifer in the area because of its excellent recharge, perme-
ability, and storage characteristics. Generally, the dunes groundwater reservoir maintains a rough
balance between the amount of recharge influx and the amount of groundwater discharge to
streams, lakes, beach springs, and wells.

The primary discharge area for the dune sheet and the underlying fractured bedrock in the Miles
Lake area, is a distinctive beach spring line between Cape Kiwanda and Miles Creek (Figure 2).
At least 14 spring zones consisting of about 28 individual springs, discharge a considerable flow of
groundwater, mostly from the dunes. If S feet of recharge annually enters that portion of the dunes
directly upgradient of the beach springs, that would be equivalent to about 900 gpm entering and
leaving that part of the dunes on an average basis. My rough water balance suggests that perhaps
half the groundwater outflow occurs via the beach springs and lower Miles Creek, while some
groundwater flows to the south and southeast through the dune sheet, and some enters Miles and
Town Lakes. Excess groundwater is therefore available for development from the dunes.

Depending on the saturated thickness which may range from 20 to 80 feet in the dune sheet in the
Miles Lake area, potential well yields may be as high as 100 to 150 gpm, Pacific City wells lo-
cated in the dunes about 1.5 miles southwest of Miles Lake for instance (Figure 2), according to
driller's logs produce about 2.4 to 4.6 gpm for each foot of drawdown during pumping (average
3.6 gpm/ft drawdown). Generally, if 40 feet of the available drawdown is used up in the Pacific
City wells, the well yields would probably range from about 100 to 180 gpm (actual operating
rates are about 92 gpm). Therefore, it is probable that individual well yields of about 100 gpm or
more would be possible from properly constructed wells in the Miles Lake area of the dunes, pro-
viding the saturated sand thickness is 40 to 50 feet or more, and aquifer characteristics are similar.
The saturated thickness is likely to have a high degree of variability because of erosional topogra-
phy on the bedrock surface. Depth to bedrock cannot be determined accurately in advance of
drilling.

In contrast to the dunes, the fractured bedrock contains groundwater stored mostly in widely
spaced fractures rather than between sand grains. Therefore, storage characteristics are relatively
poor and well yields are small (typically less than 15 gpm). The nearby Thousand Trails Camp-
ground supply well for instance, which is completed in fractured siltstone from 38 to 205 feet, pro-
duces about 14 gpm until summer when the yield diminishes greatly. Manganese concentrations
are visibly very high and filtering and treatment of the groundwater is necessary. The dune sand
on the other hand, is likely to have high iron concentrations rather than high manganese, which
also typically requires treatment for domestic use. Both manganese and iron are considered nui-
sance substances which cause staining and taste problems.

Area of Pumping Influence: Estimates of the area of pumping or drawdown influence are useful
in siting water supply wells so that undesirable spacing and contamination impacts can be mini-
mized. Using the Pacific City well driller’s test results as a guide, 1 single water supply well in the
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dunes pumping 150 gpm for 2 days would cause drawdown of about 35 feet near the pumped well,
2 feet drawdown at a radius of 100 feet, and .25 feet of drawdown at a radius of 300 feet. Fora 20

day continuous pumping period without recharge, drawdown would increase to about 55 feet near
the pumped well, 7.8 feet at a 100 ft radius, 2.3 feet at a radius of 300 ft, and .36 feet at a radius of
600 feet. These calculations demonstrate that the area of pumping influence for a single new well
is not likely to exceed a radius of about 300 to 600 feet (uniform, ideal aquifer conditions are as-
sumed: single well, flat water table, no recharge, T=6,480 gpd/fi, §=0.25, saturated thickness 65
Seet). = —_—

According to Jason Green of Pacific City, Pacific City wells 2 and 3 (Figure 2), are in active use,
at pumping rates of about 90 to 95 gpm each for about 11 hours/day in winter, and 17 hours/day in
the summer. The estimated area of pumping influence in summer is less than 450 feet, based on a
single well pumping for 20 days at 135 gpm (equivalent average daily rate for 2 wells @ 95 gpm
for 17 hours). The closest proposed drilling sites in the Miles Lake area (Figure 2), are about
3,800 feet distant from the Pacific City wells. Considering the great distances and the conservative

approach in the calculations (no recharge and low side specific yield), interference between the
proposed water supply wells and the Pacific City supply wells, is highly unlikely.

Drill Sites and Testing Methodology: In order to obtain large well yields (about 100 gpm or
more), you will have to make arrangements for drilling in the main dune sheet west of the Miles
Lake and Town Lake. The fractured bedrock will not supply significant well yields although it
might be possible to drill a number of domestic wells on your property that supply clusters of up to
three homes each.

The most promising dune areas that we discussed and visited still look like good choices. Assum-
ing that the US Forest land is off-limits, we can narrow down the choices to about 5 sites as fol-
lows (see attached photo map copy):

I.  Site #1, preferably at north end in the woods close to US Forest boundary. This site is the
most distant from campground activities and has pristine forest and lakes upgradient, This
is probably the best choice if we get enough saturated thickness. Access across live sand
is troublesome but may be manageable.

2. Site #2 (south end in woods), is an alternative choice to #1 site to start first drill hole.
Good 2 way access potential and nearby power. If site #1 yield is too low, discard site #2.
If site #1 is ok on yield, maybe site #2 could be used for 2nd well or for backup depending
on test results,

3. Site #3 in woods is closer to campground facilities but it may be suitable for 2nd hole if #1
yield is too low, or if a 2nd well is needed. Site access is probably good but we did not
visit this area.

4. Site #4 is ok upgradient but drainfields to each side north and south, and general facilities
nearby make this site problematical (we need to study this choice if it is to be used). This
site is attractive in that it is centrally located downgradient from pristine forest and Miles
Lake.
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5. Site #5 may have enough saturated thickness but it is in the middle of the campground fa-
cility, and partly down gradient of the main drainfield. Saturated thickness may decrease
north towards the reservoir.

The Campground drainfields seem well maintained, have reserve space, and have a very thick un-
saturated zone above the water table. The unsaturated zone probably does an excellent job of treat-
ing and naturally cleaning the limited quantities of wastewater. However, caution must be
exercised in siting wells because the dunes aquifer has no protective confining layer. It would be
helpful to know more about the capacity and cyclic use of the drainfields, and any plans for expan-
sion.

The drilling and gravel packing technique used by Jansen Drilling at Pacific City is an excellent
method of completing a dunal well. I assume a pilot hole would be drilled first to bedrock to es-
tablish the saturated sand thickness and yield potential. The well should then be completed with a
gravel packed 8-inch stainless steel Johnson well screen 30 to 40 feet long placed near the base of
the dune sand. Proper well development and removal of drilling fluid critical for maximum sand-
free production with the least dmwdown. The well should be test pumped for maximum yield for
about 12 to 16 hours, with periodic measurements of water level. A water sample should be col-
lected near the end of the test for general bacteriological and lab determinations of primary and
secondary substances, including dissolved iron, field pH, field temperature, and sand content.

In general, the dunes aquifer near Miles Lake can easily support several high yield production
wells if sufficient saturated thickness is available. I look forward to helping you on this interesting
project. Please contact me if you have any questions, or if you decide to drill in locations closer to
the campground facilities.

Application History

On March 30, 1995, WILLIAM L MYERS submitted an application to the
Department for the following water use permit:

® Amount of Water: 260.0 GALLONS PER MINUTE(0.580 CFS)

®m Use of Water: QUASI-MUNICIPAL

M Source of Water: TWO WELLS IN NORTH COAST BASIN

® Area of Proposed Use: Tillamook County within SECTION 7, TOWNSHIP
4 SOUTH, RANGE 10 WEST, W.M.; SECTION 12, SECTION 13, TOWNSHIFP 4
SOUTH, RANGE 11 WEST, W.M.

On APRIL 11, 1996, the Department mailed the applicant notice of its
Initial Review, determining that 0.58 CFS from TWO WELLS for QUASI-
MUNICIPAL USE is allowed YEAR ROUND. The applicant did not notify the
Department to stop processing the application within 14 days of that
date.

On APRIL 30, 1996, the Department gave public notice of the application
in its weekly notice. The public notice included a request for comments,
and information for interested persons about both obtaining future
notices and a copy of the proposed final order.

No written comments were received within 30 days.

In reviewing applications, the Department may consider any relevant
sources of information, including the following:

- comments by or consultation with another state agency

- any applicable basin program

- any applicable comprehensive plan or zoning ordinance

- the amount of water available

- the rate and duty for the proposed use

- pending senior applications and existing water rights of record
- designations of any critical groundwater areas

- the Scenic Waterway requirements of ORS 390.835

- applicable statutes, administrative rules, and case law

- any general basin-wide standard for flow rate and duty of water
allowed

- the need for a flow rate and duty higher than the general standard

- any comments received

Findings of Fact
The North Coast Basin Program allows the following uses: QUASI-MUNICIPAL

TWO WELLS IN NORTH COAST BASIN are not within or above a State Scenic
Waterway.

Water is available for further appropriation (at an 80 percent exceedance
probability) YEAR ROUND.

The Department finds that no more than 0.58 CFS, BEING 0.29 CFS FROM EACH
WELL would be necessary for the proposed use. The amount of water
requested, 0.58 CFS, is allowable.

The Department determined, based upon OAR 690-09, that the proposed
groundwater use will not have the potential for substantial interference
with the nearest surface water source, namely Unnamed Lake.

The Groundwater Section finds that there is NOT a preponderance of
evidence that the proposed use of groundwater will measurably reduce the
surface water flows necessary to maintain the free-flowing character of
a scenic waterway in quantities necessary for recreation, fish and
wildlife.

Conclusions of Law

Under the provisions of ORS 537.621, the Department must presume that a
proposed use will ensure the preservation of the public welfare, safety
and health if the proposed use is allowed in the applicable basin program
established pursuant to ORS 536.300 and 536.340 or given a preference
under ORS 536.310(12), if water is available, if the proposed use will
not injure other water rights and if the proposed use complies with rules

of the Water Resources Commission.

The proposed use requested in this application is allowed in the North
Coast Basin Plan.

No preference for this use is granted under the provisions of ORS
536.310(12) .

Water is available for the proposed use.
The proposed use will not injure other water rights.
The proposed use complies with rules of the Water Resources Commission.

The proposed use complies with the State Agency Agreement for land use.

For these reasons, the required presumption has been established.

Under the provisions of ORS 537.621, once the presumption has been
established, it may be overcome by a preponderance of evidence that
either:
(a) One or more of the criteria for establishing the presumption
are not satisfied; or
(b) The proposed use would not ensure the preservation of the
public welfare, safety and health as demonstrated in comments,
in a protest . . . or in a finding of the department that
shows :

(A) The specific aspect of the public welfare, safety and
health under ORS 537.525 that would be impaired or
detrimentally affected; and

(B) Specifically how the identified aspect of the public
welfare, safety and health under ORS 537.525 would be
impaired or be adversely affected.

In this application, all criteria for establishing the presumption have
been satisfied, as noted above. The presumption has not been overcome by
a preponderance of evidence that the proposed use would impair or be
detrimental to the public interest.

The Department therefore concludes that water is available in the amount
necessary for the proposed use; the proposed use will not result in
injury to existing water rights; and the proposed use would ensure the
preservation of the public welfare, safety and health as described in ORS
537.525.

Measurement, recording and reporting conditions:

A. Before water use may begin under this permit, the permittee
shall install a meter or other suitable measuring device as
approved by the Director. The permittee shall maintain the
meter or measuring device in good working order.

B. The permittee shall allow the watermaster access to the meter
or measuring device; provided however, where the meter or
measuring device is located within a private structure, the
watermaster shall request access upon reasonable notice.

DECISION: Notice is hereby given that the Tillamook County

Department of Community Development APPROVED Conditional Use
Request CU-92-39(a) on September 29, 1992. This decision may
be appealed by parties to the decision. In such case, forms
and fees must be filed in the office of this department
before 5:00 PM on October 9, 1992.

NATURE AND LOCATION OF THE REQUEST: The applicant has

requested Conditional Use approval to allow construction and
operation of two water wells, in conjunction with a water
transmission line and necessary accessory structures, on
property zoned RM (Recreation Management). The wells will
provide a water supply for a future residential development,
as well as supplying water to the Thousand Trails recreation
park near Tierra del Mar. The subject property is designated
as Tax Lot 100 of Section 13, Township 4 South, Range 11 West
of the Willamette Meridian; Tillamook County, Oregon.
William Myer is the applicant in this matter. Thousand
Trails, Inc. is the owner of the subject property.

APPLICABLE ORDINANCE PROVISIONS:

1. Section 1.030 of the Tillamook County Land Use Ordinance
DEFINITIONS defines terms applicable to this matter.

2. Section 3.040 RECREATION MANAGEMENT ZONE (RM) governs
this request. Subsection (3)(g) and (h) specify that
water treatment facilities and utility substations are
conditional uses in the RM zone.

3. ARTICLE V CONDITIONAL USES governs this request.

FINDINGS OF FACT:

1. According to the County Assessors' records, the subject
property is owned by Thousand Trails, Inc., 12301 N.E.
10th Place, Bellevue, Washington 98005. The applicant
in this matter is William Myers, 1907 10th Street,
Tillamook, Oregon 97141.

2. The subject parcel is designated as Tax Lot 100 of
Section 13, Township 4 South, Range 11 West of the
Willamette Meridian; Tillamook County, Oregon.
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The subject property lies within an area zoned ﬁ?ﬂum,(anDH“ )
Recreation Management. Under the current regulations,

water treatment facilities and utility substations
constitute a conditional use in the RM zone.

According to the Assessors' maps, the subject tax lot is
a slightly irregular rectangle, measuring approximately
815' on the north side, 710' on the south side, and 2646’
on the east side and west sides. The portion of the tax
lot for which the conditional use is requested is a
rectangular area located in the southeast corner of the
property, and measures 220' wide by 800' in length. See
Exhibit "aA",

The subject tax lot is bordered on the west by the county
road easement. The proposed project area itself is
bordered on the west and north by the subject tax lot, on
the east side by federal property, and on the south side
by county-owned property.

The area surrounding the proposed project site is open
space, and the uses are resource-oriented and
recreational in nature. The property to the east of the
subject property is zoned (F) Forest. The property to
the north and the west is zoned (RM) Recreation
Management, but is not developed at the present time
except for a few RV camp sites to the northwest. The
property immediately adjacent to the project area on the
south is a dune area owned by the county, which has been
stabilized and left as open space. There is a (R-2)
Medium Density Urban Residential area located several
hundred feet to the southwest of the proposed project
site. See Exhibit "B".

The applicant proposes to install two wells with
submersible pumps, and any necessary accessory
structures, for domestic water supply within the
proposed project area. The wells will be accessed by
means of a 25' maintenance easement leading from Cape
Kiwanda Drive across the subject tax lot to the project
site. The water transmission line leading from the wells
will follow the same general route. See Exhibit "A".

The applicant has submitted written responses indicating
that the conditional use criteria are met in this matter.
See Exhibit "cC",

The proposed project area on the subject property
consists of a fairly flat bench area on a hillside. The
site is shielded from the county road by trees and a
heavy cover of foliage, and from the property to the
south by a low dune area. The site is higher in
elevation than the RV campsites located to the northwest.



10. The site visit in this matter did not reveal the
existence of any existing solar energy or wind energy
systems in the area of the subject property.

11. Notices of administrative review were mailed to 28
individuals and agencies at least 10 days prior to the
decision in this matter. Two written responses were
received. The responses are attached to this decision as
Exhibit "D" and made a part of the record by reference.

CONCLUSIONS: The review criteria contained in Section 6.040

of the Tillamook County Land Use Ordinance apply to this
request. The findings above support the following
conclusions, drawn with respect to those criteria:

"1, The use is listed as a conditional use in the underlying
zone;"

As specified above, Section 3.040(3)(g) and (h) list water
treatment facilities and utility substations as conditional
uses in the underlying RM zone. THIS CRITERIA IS MET.

"2, The use is consistent with the applicable goals and
policies of the comprehensive plan;"

The intent of the comprehensive plan, in part, is to protect
resource areas from development which may impair or limit the
resource capabilities of the land. In the present matter,
the proposed construction of two well sites and an easement
for access and water lines, all of which will be located more
than 100' from the eastern property line, does not appear to
negatively impact the resource capability of the adjoining
forest land, especially given the vegetative buffer and the
lack of off-site impacts of the use. Further, the use is
consistent with the requirements of the Tillamook County Land
Use Ordinance, which itself is consistent with the county's
comprehensive plan. THIS CRITERIA IS MET.

w3, The parcel is suitable for the proposed use considering
its size, shape, location, topography, existence of
improvements and natural features;"

The parcel is adequate in size and shape for the proposed use.
The topography of the portlon of the site where the proposed
facility will be located is relatively flat, and is well-
buffered by the surroundlng vegetation and dune topography.
The site is large enough in size to provide adequate buffer
areas on all sides of the wells and easement. The site is
convenient to an established county road, but is not adjoining
a densely developed residential area. THIS CRITERIA IS MET.
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"4. The proposed use will not alter the character of
surrounding area in a manner which substantially limits,
impairs, or prevents the use of surrounding properties
for the permitted uses listed in the underlying zone;"

The proposed use does not appear to have any potentially
adverse offsite impacts. The site of the proposed facilities
is well-buffered from surrounding property. The proposed use
will require only occasional maintenance once construction is
complete, and therefore should not create any traffic
concerns. Well operation does not have any known visual
impacts, and the pumps will be submersible and therefore not
audible except in the immediate wvicinity. Therefore, THIS
CRITERIA IS MET.

“"5. The proposed use will not have a detrimental effect on
existing solar energy systems, wind energy conversion
systems or wind mills;"

No alternative energy systems are known to exist in the area
of the subject property. THIS CRITERIA IS MET.

"6. The proposed use is timely, considering the adequacy of
the public facilities and services existing or planned
for the area affected by the use."

The existing facilities and services in the area are adequate
to provide the necessary power to the proposed facility. The
facility is located close to an existing public road. No
other facilities are required. The proposed use itself will
be providing additional water supplies toc the area. THIS
CRITERIA IS MET.

CONDITIONS:

1. All required federal, state, and county permits shall be
obtained prior to the proposed construction.

2. Issuance of the conditional use authorization in this
matter does not incorporate approval of a building permit.
The applicant is responsible for obtaining whatever
building and construction permits may be required in
addition to this authorization for the conditional use.

3. The applicant shall meet the requirements set forth in
the letter from the Tillamook County Public Works
Department, contained in Exhibit "D".

4. The applicant shall be responsible for sloping and
revegetating all dune areas adjacent to the maintenance
easement which are disturbed during road construction or
installation of transmission lines, to ensure that the
dunes are not destabilized.

5. Failure to comply with the conditions of this
authorization may result in the nullification of the
conditional use approval in this matter.

It documents the
agency’s decision through specific findings. If appropriate, it includes a draft permit specifying
any conditions or restrictions on the use.

(Any person paying $10 to receive a PFO by mail will also receive a copy of the Final Order when
it is issued.) PFO’s may be viewed for free at the Department’s Salem office or at watermasters’
offices; you may make your own copies for the standard copy charge.

If you do not request a copy of the PFO, you may not be notified of subsequent action on the
referenced application.

Opportunities for Further Public Involvement

Those disagreeing with the Department’s decision as expressed in the PFO have 45 days from the
date the PFO was issued to file a protest.

The protest filing fee is $200 for everyone but the applicant. Detailed requirements for filing a
protest will be sent with copies of the PFO. Persons who support the PFO may file a “standing”
fee of 350 to retain the ability to participate in future proceedings relating to an application. To
participate, an additional $150 is required at the time of the proceeding, if a contested case
hearing is held.

NORTH COAST BASIN PROGRAM
Classifications
690-501-005

(1) The maximum economic development of this state, the attainment of the highest and best use
of the waters of the North Coast Basin, and the attainment of an integrated and coordinated
program for the benefit of the state as a whole will be furthered through utilization of the
aforementioned waters only for domestic, livestock, municipal, irrigation, power development, )
industrial, mining, recreation, wildlife, and fish life uses; and the waters of the North Coast Basin
are hereby so classified with the following exceptions: -

(a) The waters of the natural lakes of the North Coast Basin are classified only for
utilization of water for domestic, livestock, power development not to exceed 7 1/2
theoretical horsepower, and in-lake uses for recreation, wildlife, and fish life purposes.

(b) The attainment of the highest and best use of the waters of Clatskanie and Klaskanine
Rivers and their tributaries, Lewis and Clark River and Tillasqua Creek (Big Creck), has
been determined through legislative withdrawal by ORS 538.251 to be for the protection of
fish life. ORS 538.260 states that ORS 538.251 shall not affect any existing rights or
prevent appropriation for domestic, stock, municipal, fish culture, esthetic, recreational, or
public park purposes. No classifications within this program are intended to contradict the
intent of this statute,

(c) The waters of the Columbia River creating a tidal influence in the mouths of the
tributaries to the Columbia River within the Columbia Subbasin are classified only for
utilization of water for domestic, livestock, municipal, irrigation, industrial, recreation,
wildlife, and fish life purposes.

(d) The waters of all streams tributary to Sand Lake are classified only for utilization for
domestic, livestock, use in dairies, irrigation of lawns and noncommercial gardens not
exceeding one-half acre in area, power development and instream use for recreation, fish
life and wildlife purposes.

(¢).The waters of Jetty Creek and its tributaries are classified only for utilization of water
for human consumption, livestock consumption, power development and instream uses for
recreation, wildlife and fish life purposes. In addition, up to one cubic foot per second of
the waters of Jetty Creek is reserved for municipal use.

(f) The waters of Heitmiller Creck are classified only for utilization of water for human
consumption, livestock consumption, and instream uses for recreation, wildlife and fish
life purposes.

(8) The waters of the following streams are classified only for utilization of water for
human consumption, livestock consumption, power development and instream uses for
recreation, wildlife, and fish life purposes:

17, 1989 and March 8, 1991 and renumbered from 690-080.

(2) Applications for the use of the waters of the North Coast Basin shall not be accepted by any
state agency for any purposes contrary to the classifications herein specified, and the granting of
applications for such other purposes is declared to be prejudicial to the public interest, and the
granting of applications for such other uses would be contrary to this water use program.

(3) Structures or works for utilization of the waters in accordance with the aforementioned
classifications are also declared to be prejudicial to the public interest unless planned, constructed,
and operated in conformity with the applicable provisions of ORS 536.310; and any such
structures or works, which do not give cognizance to the multiple-purpose concept, are further
declared to be prejudicial to the public interest.

We have received your application(s) for a water use permit along with your supporting
data, documentation, and fees. A receipt is enclosed here unless you were previously
issued one. Your application has been assigned the above referenced file number. Please
refer to this number whenever you contact us about your application.

Even though your application has been received, filed and assigned an application
reference number, no authorization has been granted to develop your water use. The filing
of an application does not create a water right. Water may not be used until a water right
permit has been issued by the Department.

After an application has been accepted for filing, public notification of the application is
made, followed by the mandatory 30-day comment period. Thereafter, applications can be
considered for processing as time allows.

At present the Water Resources Department has a backlog of several thousand applications
for water use permits which has delayed our application processing time. In general,
applications are processed in the order in which they are received. However, Department
staff work through Oregon's 18 river basins on a rotation basis often completing work on
all applications within a single basin, then proceeding to the next basin.

The processing of an application does not guarantee that a water right permit will be
issued. Each application must undergo specialized analysis called a technical review and
a public interest review. Until your application is reviewed, it is not possible to determine
whether your particular proposed water use will be recommended for a permit.

The Water Resources Commission is considering the adoption of rules to
protect stream flows for fish species. This action is being contemplated in
response to current and future Endangered Species Act fish listings,
including many runs of salmon, steelhead and resident fish throughout the
state.

The proposed rules, if adopted, could limit the issuance of new water right permits in
certain areas of the state. If and when the Commission adopts these rules, new criteria or
restrictions may be imposed on water use applications received after:

July 17, 1992, for use of water in the Upper Columbia/Snake Basin (above
Bonneville Dam), including the mainstem Columbia and Snake Rivers and the Hood,
Deschutes, John Day, Umatilla, Grande Ronde, Powder, Malheur and Owyhee
Basins;

April 8, 1994, for use of water in the North Coast, Mid Coast, South Coast, Rogue
and Umpqua Basins and the Clackamas Subbasin of the Willamette Basin; and

June 3, 1994, for use of water in all Oregon basins.

When the report on the technical review is completed and sent to you, a 60-day objection
period begins during which you, the applicant, or anyone who has expressed an interest
in your proposed water use may communicate to us their disagreement with what we have
said in our report on your application. After the 60-day objection period, the Department
conducts the public interest review and considers any objections which have been made.

After any objections have been considered, there may follow time to allow parties to
resolve conflicts over the proposed water use. In addition, a 30-day protest period may be
required. Lastly, it may be necessary to schedule a hearing or send the application to the
Water Resources Commission for their review.

If your application is recommended for approval and a permit is issued, the use allowed
by the permit will be subject to the Basin Program Rules of the Water Resources
Commission, instream flow requirements, the demands of prior right holders and other
conditions to conform the water use to particular standards.
