	MRR notes: If groundwater well discharges to pond, flowmeter needs to be installed on outlet. 
Install staff gage in pond to help monitor how much water was captured during the storage months. 
	Additional conditions and comments: Record staff gage reading on June 1st of every year and report number to Watermaster's office every year. That is the legal amount of water allowed to be stored throughout rest of the year since the storage season concludes at the end of May. 
In the Section 12 of the application, it is mentioned that the reservoir will act as a "bulge" for irrigation water. Water can be added on top of the "June 1st legally stored water", but it would need to meet the definition of a bulge. A bulge is a facility that temporarily holds legally diverted water as part of an irrigation system or other water delivery system. "Temporary" as used in the definition of a ”bulge in system,” is the period of time between irrigation sets or other agricultural applications and does not exceed 10 days.
With those defined, the reservoir would need to be drawn down every 10 days to the recorded June 1st staff gage reading. The water level at the end of the irrigation season should be no greater than the recorded June 1st water level of each year. It would need to remain at that level until the authorized storage season begins, then it could be filled with natural run-off.
