AUTHORITY 

Generally, see ORS 537.630 and OAR Chapter 690 Division 315. 

ORS 537.630(1) provides in pertinent part that the Oregon Water Resources Department may, 
for good cause shown, order an extension of time within which: irrigation or other works shall 
be completed; the well or other means of developing and securing ground water shall be 
completed; or the right perfected. In determining the extension, the Department shall give due 
weight to the considerations described under ORS 539.010(5) and to whether other 
governmental requirements relating to the project have significantly delayed completion of 
construction or perfection of the right. 

ORS 539.010(5) provides in pertinent part that the Water Resources Director, for good cause 
shown, may extend the time within which the full amount of the water appropriated shall be 
applied to a beneficial use. This statute instructs the Director to consider: the cost of the 
appropriation and application of the water to a beneficial purpose; the good faith of the 
appropriator; the market for water or power to be supplied; the present demands therefore; 
and the income or use that may be required to provide fair and reasonable returns upon the 
investment. 

OAR 690-315-0040 provides in pertinent part that the Water Resources Department shall make 
findings to determine if an extension of time may be approved to complete construction and/or 
apply water to full beneficial use. 

FINDINGS OF FACT 

Background 

1. Permit G-13595 was issued by the Department on February 22, 1999. The permit 
authorizes the use of up to 1.5 cfs of water from a sump well in Johnson Creek Basin for 
nursery use on 68.0 acres. The permit specified actual construction of the well was to 
begin by September 24, 1999, and complete application of water was to be made on or 
before October 1, 2002. 

2. On February 11, 2002, Bandon Cranberry, Inc. filed an application to amend the point of 
appropriation allowed under Permit G-13595 by adding two points of appropriation. The 
Department assigned the application number T-9037. 
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3. On February 11, 2002, an assignment by deed from C "N" D Farms, Inc. to Bandon 
Cranberry, Inc. was recorded in the records of the Department. 

4. On April 28, 2005, an assignment by deed from Bandon Cranberry, Inc. to John Roth/J&K 
Farms was recorded in the records of the Department. 

5. On May 16, 2005, the Department approved the required monitoring plan as specified 
in the permit. 

6. On August 22, 2006, the Department determined the additional points of appropriation 
proposed by Permit Amendment Application T-9037 were not consistent with the 
requirements of ORS 537.211. The Department issued a Final Order Rejecting Two 
Additional Points of Appropriation . 

7. On April 21, 2014, as assignment from John C. Roth to Northwest Farm Credit Services, 
FLCA and John C. Roth was recorded in the records of the Department. 

8. One prior permit extension has been granted for Permit G-13595. The most recent 
extension request resulted in the completion dates for construction and full application 
of water being extended from October 1, 2002 to October 1, 2015. 

9. The permit holder, John C. Roth, submitted an "Application for Extension of Time" to the 
Department on November 16, 2015, requesting the time to complete construction of 
the water system be extended from October 1, 2015 to October 1, 2020. However, the 
permit does not contain a specific deadline for completing construction, the 
Department needs to only consider an extension of the time to apply water to full 
beneficial use. The Department, therefore, determined that the permit holder's intent 
was to request the time in which to accomplish beneficial use of water to the full extent 
under the terms of Permit G-13595 be extended from October 1, 2015, to October 1, 
2020. 

10. Notification of the Application for Extension of Time for Permit G-13595 was published 
in the Department's Public Notice dated November 24, 2015. No public comments were 
received regarding the extension application. 

Review Criteria {OAR 690-315-0040] 
The time limits to complete construction and/or apply water to full beneficial use may be 
extended if the Department finds that the permit holder has met the requirements set forth 
under OAR 690-315-0040. This determination shall consider the applicable requirements of ORS 
537.23d, 537.24s3, 537.63a4 and/or 539.010(5)5.

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Complete Extension of Time Application [OAR 690-315-0040{1)(0)] 
11. On November 16, 2015, the Department received a completed Application for Extension 

of Time and the fee specified in ORS 536.050 from the permit holder. 

Start of Construction [OAR 690-315-0040{1)(b) and 690-315-0040(5)] 
12. Actual construction of the well began by the deadline as specified in the permit, being 

September 24, 1999. The application does not specifically state when construction 

began. 

According to an OWRD interoffice memo received by the Department on June 8, 1998, 
the District 19 Watermaster along with representatives from DEQ and OSP were to 
perform a site visit, investigating an undocumented dug well, and to verify the source of 
water for Application G-14538. The OWRD interoffice memo is the earliest record 
providing evidence of actual construction of the well beginning prior to February 22, 
2004 per ORS 537.630(1). The Department has determined the permit holder has 
satisfied the condition requiring beginning actual construction of the well. 

Duration of Extension [OAR 690-315-0040{1}(c)] 
Under OAR 690-315-0040{1){c), in order to approve an extension of time for water use permits 
the Department must find that the time requested is reasonable and the applicant can complete 
the project within the time requested. 

13. As of November 16, 2015, the permit holder states the remaining work to be completed 
consists of completing development of additional acres for cranberry use; and applying 
water to full beneficial use. 

Given the amount of development left to occur, the Department has determined that 
the permit holder's request to have until October 1, 2020, to accomplish the application 
of water to beneficial use under the terms and conditions of Permit G-13595 is both 
reasonable and necessary. 

Good Cause [OAR 690-315-0040{1}(d)] 
The Department's determination of good cause shall consider the requirements set forth under 
OAR 690-315-0040(2). 

Reasonable Diligence of the Appropriator [OAR 690-315-0040(2)(0)] 
The Department's determination of reasonable diligence shall consider the requirements set 
forth under OAR 690-315-0040{3){a-d). In accordance with OAR 690-315-0040(3), the 
Department shall consider, but is not limited to, the following factors when determining 
whether the applicant has demonstrated reasonable diligence in previous performance under 
the permit:

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Amount of Construction [OAR 690-315-0040{3)(0)1 

14. Accord ing to the permit holder, work was accomplished within the time allowed in the 
permit or previous extension as follows: 

a. Actual construction of the well and water system began prior to the September 
24, 1999 deadline specified in the permit . Accord ing to an OWRD interoffice 
memo received by the Department on June 8, 1998, the District 19 Watermaster 
along with representatives from DEQ and OSP were to perform a site visit, 
investigating an undocumented dug well, and to verify the source of water for 
Application G-14538. The OWRD interoffice memo is the earliest record 
providing evidence of actual construction of the well beginning prior to February 
22, 2004 per ORS 537.630(1). The Department has determined the permit holder 
has satisfied the condition requ iring beginning actual construction of the well. 

b. Work was completed during the original development time frame under Permit 
G-13595. A sump well and a transfer pond were constructed. 

c. During the most recent extension period, being from October 1, 2002, to 
October 1, 2015, the following was accomplished: 

• Competed construction of the sump well; 
• Developed additional acres for cranberry use; and 
• Installed a totalizing flow meter. 

Beneficial Use of Water [OAR 690-315-0040{3)(b)J 

15. The application states a maximum rate of 1.5 cfs of water has been appropriated from 
the well for irrigation of 42.3 acres. 

16. Beneficial use of water has not yet been demonstrated under this permit because not all 
development of the water project was satisfied by October 1, 2015. 

17. The application states, delay of full beneficial use of water under Permit G-13595 was 
due, in part, to an insufficient cranberry market. Cranberry prices have been below 
production costs since 2010. The permit holder needs more time in which to obtain the 
full quantity of acres allowed for cranberry use under the permit. 

The Department has determined that this extension will allow the permit holder to 
complete development in an effort to make full beneficial use of the water as required 
by Permit G-13595. 

Compliance with Conditions [OAR 690-315-0040{3)(c)J 

18. The Department has consid ered the permit holder's compliance with conditions, and did 
not identify any concerns. 
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19. The permit holder has installed a totalizing flow meter. The permit holder has also 
submitted and gained approval of a water use monitoring plan required under Permit G-

13595 in May 2005. 

The Department determined the permit holder has complied with the conditions of the 

permit. 

Financial Investments to Appropriate and Apply Water to a Beneficial Purpose {OAR 690-315-

20. The application states the permit holder has invested approximately $100,000, which is 

approximately 67 percent of the total projected cost for complete development of this 
project. The permit holder anticipates an additional $50,000 investment is needed for 
the completion of this project.

21. The Department has found good faith of the appropriator under Permit G-13595. 

The Market and Present Demands for Water [OAR 690-315-0040(2)(d-e)J 
The Department's determinations of market and present demand for water or power to be 
supplied shall consider the requirements set forth under OAR 690-315-0040(4}(a-f). In 
accordance with OAR 690-315-0040(4), the Department shall consider, but is not limited to, the 
following factors when determining the market and the present demand for water or power to 
be supplied: 

The amount of water available to satisfy other affected water rights and scenic 
waterway flows; special water use designations established since permit issuance, 
including but not limited to state scenic waterways, federal wild and scenic rivers, 
serious water management problem areas or water quality limited sources established 
under 33 U.S.C. 1313(d); or the habitat needs of sensitive, threatened or endangered 
species, in consultation with the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife {OAR 690-315-
0040{4}(a-c)J. 

22. The amount of water available to satisfy other affected water rights and scenic 
waterway flows was determined at the time of issuance of Permit G-13595; 
furthermore, water availability for other affected water rights and scenic waterway 
flows after the permit was issued is determined when an application for a new water 
right is submitted. The point of appropriation for Permit G-13595, located within the 
Ferry Creek Basin, is located within the Geiger Creek ground water Withdrawn 
Authority. Ferry Creek is not located within or above any state or federal scenic 
waterway, however, it is located within an area ranked "Highest" for stream flow 
restoration needs as determined by the Department in consultation with the Oregon 
Department of Fish and Wildlife, and is located within a Sensitive, Threatened or 
Endangered Fish Species Area as identified by the Department in consu ltation with 
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Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife . The point of appropriation is not in an area 
listed by the Department of Environmental Quality as a water quality limited stream. 

Other economic interests dependent on completion of the project {OAR 690-315-0040{4)(e)J. 
23. None have been identified. 

Other factors relevant to the determination of the market and present demand for water and 
power {OAR 690-315-0040(4)(f)J. 
24. None have been identified . 

Fair Return Upon Investment {OAR 690-315-0040(2)(/)J 
25. Use and income from the permitted water development will likely result in reasonable 

returns upon the investment made to date. 

Other G~vernmental Requirements {OAR 690-315-0040(2)(g)J 
26. Delay in the development of this project was not caused by any other governmental 

requirements. 

Unforeseen Events {OAR 690-315-0040(2){h)] 
27. According to the permit holder, unforeseen events extended the length of time needed 

to fully develop and perfect Permit G-13595, in that the permit holders were faced with 
an insufficient cranberry market, in which cranberry prices have been below production 
costs since 2010, that restricted their ability to complete development of the project in 

a timely manner. 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

1. The applicant is entitled to apply for an extension of time to complete construction 
and/or completely apply water to the full beneficial use pursuant to ORS 537.630(1). 

2. The applicant has submitted a complete extension application form and the fee 
specified in ORS 536.050, as required by OAR 690-315-0040(1)(a). 

3. The applicant complied with begin actual construction timeline requirements pursuant 
to ORS 537.630 as required by OAR 690-315-0040(1)(b) and OAR 690-315-0040(5). 

4. Based on Finding of Facts 11 through 19, full application of water to beneficial use can 
be accomplished by October 1, 2020, as requ ired by OAR 690-315-0040(1)(c). 

5. The Department has considered t he reasonable dil igence and good fa ith of the 
appropriato r, the cost to appropriate and apply water to a beneficial purpose, the 
market and present demands fo r water to be supplied, the fi nancial investment made 
and fair and reasonable return upon the investment, the requirements of other 
govern mental agencies, and unforeseen events over which the permit holder had no 
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control, whether denial of the extension will result in undue hardship to the applicant 
and whether there are no other reasonable alternatives for meeting water use needs, 
any other factors relevant to a determination of good cause, and has determined that 
the applicant has shown that good cause exists for an extension of time to apply water 
to full beneficial use pursuant to OAR 690-315-0040(1)(d). 

PROPOSED ORDER 

Based upon the foregoing Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, the Department proposes to 
issue an order to: 

Extend the time to apply water to beneficial use under Permit G-13595 from October 1, 
2015 to October 1, 2020.

5. Notice of the application for the permit amendment was published in the Department's 
weekly notice on March 4, 2002, pursuant to ORS 540.520(5). No comments were filed in 
response to the notice. 

6. On July 25, 2002, the Department sent a letter informing the applicant that a Department 
staff hydro geologist determined the proposed additional points of appropriation (wells) 
would cause injury to other water rights on Geiger Creek. This conclusion was made 
because the proposed wells would develop a deeper source than that of the authorized sump, 
resulting in a broader impact and interference with surface water flow in the Geiger Creek 
drainage. The Department's letter set forth a deadline of September 23, 2002, in which the 
applicant could supply evidence demonstrating that use of the proposed additional wells 
would not injure nearby water users. The applicant did not supply any information or 
evidence in response to the Department's letter. 

7. On November 15, 2002, the Department sent a letter to the applicant stating that, because of 
the determination of injury and lack of response to an earlier letter as described in Finding 
#6 above, the Department intended to reject Permit Amendment Application T-9037 by 
December 15, 2002, 

8. On December 6, 2002, the Department received a response from Mr. John Youngquist 
(water right consultant) on behalf of the applicant. · The letter proposed that a pump test be 
conducted to better define the characteristics of the subject aquifer and to possibly 
demonstrate that the effects of using the proposed wells on the aquifer would show there 
would be no negative impacts on neighboring wells .

9. On December 30, 2002, the Department hydrogeologist reviewed the proposal to perform a 
pump test as outlined in Mr. Youngquist 's December 6, 2002, letter. In a memo, the 
hydrogeologist indicated the applicant was free to conduct the pump test and upon the 
submittal of new data from the test, the hydrogeologist would re-evaluate the permit 
amendment application. 

10. The Department sent a letter dated January 6, 2003 , to the applicant that included a copy of 
the December 30, 2002, hydrogeologist memo indicating the applicant was free to pursue a 
pump test. It went on to state, however, that if the results of the pump test were not in favor 
of the additional wells, the Department would have to proceed with rejection of the permit 
amendment application. The letter also set forth a deadline of February 5, 2003 , for the 
applicant to notify the Department whether or not he intended to perform the pump test. The 
applicant did not respond to the Department' s letter, nor submit any pump test information 
that would refute the Department' s determination of injury described in Finding #6 above. 

11. The current owner of the land for which Permit G-1 3595 was issued is John Roth/J & K 
Farms. As described in Finding #2 above, Permit G-13595 was assigned to John Roth/J & K 
Farms on April 28, 2005. Permit Amendment Application T-9037, however, did not get 
assigned to John Roth/J & K Farms. Even though Mr. Roth is not currently assigned to 
Permit Amendment Application T-9037 and cannot withdraw the application, he did submit 
a letter to the Department on August 14, 2006, indicating that he does not intend to pursue 
Permit Amendment Application T-9037. 

12. Based upon the determination and information described in Findings #6, 7, 8, 9, and 10, the 
Department cannot make a finding of non-injury to other water rights . 

13. Based upon the determination and information described in Findings #6, 7, 8, 9, and 10, the 
Department cannot make a finding of non-enlargement. 

Conclusions of Law 

The additional points of appropriation proposed by Permit Amendment Application T-903 7 are 
not consistent with the requirements of ORS 537.211. 

Now, therefore, it is ORDERED: 

Permit Amendment Application T-9037, in the name of Bandon Cranberry, Inc. , is rejected.

Conditions, therefore, were placed upon Permit #G-
13595 in order to avoid injury to existing rights or to the ground water 
resource. Because of this determination, this application does not 
raise concerns about surface water impact. 
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b. The permitted point of appropriation authorized under Permit #G-
13595, is not located within the boundaries of any designated ground 
water limited area. 

c. The permitted point of appropriation, authorized under Permit #G-
13595, is not located within or above the designated boundaries of 
any state scenic waterway.

The approved plan should specify data 
requirements. The plan should have a clause in it that allows the changes to be 
made at a later date. This would allow the plan to be adjusted to changing 
conditions. One of the criteria for excessive decline is 50 feet of water level 
decline. The last sentence of the condition indicates that a maximum of 50 feet 
of decline would be allowed under current rules.

On June 3, 1997, C "N" D FARM INC. submitted an application to the 
Department for a water use permit. The Department issued a Proposed 
Final Order on February 3, 1998. The protest period closed March 
20, 1998, and no protest was filed. A Final Order was issued on 
September 24, 1998. 

On February 4, 1999, the Department received a letter from John 
Drolet, District 19 Watermaster, requesting that the Department 
condition the permit to specifically request totalizing flow meters 
on the sump. Mr. Drolet's letter also requested that the Department 
clarify that any permit issued for use of groundwater from a sump 
would not allow for the diversion of any natural flow, including 
winter runoff, into the sump or any holding or recovery pond. 

The proposed use of groundwater only would not impair or be 
detrimental to the public interest, but the Department's continuing 
evaluation reveals that the Final Order requires modification to 
correctly clarify the measuring and reporting condition to read as 
follows: 

Measurement, recording and reporting conditions: 

A. Before water use may begin under this permit, a 
totalizing flow meter must be installed at each diversion 
point. The totalizing flow meter must be installed and 
maintained as identified in OAR 690-507-645. 

B. The permittee shall allow the watermaster access to the 
meter or measuring device; provided however, where the 
meter or measuring device is located within a private 
structure, the watermaster shall request access upon 
reasonable notice. 

C. The Director may require the permit tee to keep and 
maintain a record of the amount (volume) of water used 
and may require the permittee to report water use on a 
periodic schedule as established by the Director.

Reference is made to your 5 November 1998 complaint 
regarding a C"N"D Farms' development within the Geiger Creek 
watershed near Bandon. Your compiaint expressed concern for the 
effect that C"N"D's proposed 1.5 cfs appropriation would have on 
Bandon's municipal water supply and referenced highlighted 
portions of L&W Environmental Service's 25 May 1998 dated letter 
to this office. 

In the event that you did not have a copy of the map that 
accompanied C"N"D ' s application, a copy is attached. The 
proposed point of appropriation is shown by the engineer who 
prepared the application map to be within the Johnson Creek 
watershed. This detail is born out by a perusal of the USGS 7 .5' 
1986 dated Bandon quadrangle. 

Additionally, a staff hydrogeologist performed a site 
inspection last year and confirmed the proposed point of 
appropriation as being within the Johnson Creek watershed. 

I believe that you may be confusing the domestic water 
supply wells and seeps within the Geiger Creek watershed alluded 
to in L&W Enviro's letter with the sump within the Johnson Creek 
watershed identified by C"N"D in their groundwater application. 
They are separate sources for separate purposes within adjacent 
but unrelated watersheds with Geiger Creek being a tributary of 
Ferry Creek and Johnson Creek flowing directly into the Pacific 
Ocean south of Bandon. 

C"N"D proposes to divert up to 1 . 5 cfs from the Johnson 
Creek sump for cranberry operations on a proposed 68 acre 
development. C"N"D's two wells within Geiger Creek are being 
used for domestic use within the caretaker's residence. One of 
the wells is nearly a dry well and the other is only a marginal 
water producer. 

The Department appreciates your concern and I hope that this 
letter will relieve your anxieties regarding C"N"D's water use 
within the Geiger Creek watershed.

Reference 1s made to your June 23 dated letter received by 
this office today regarding the Geiger Creek slide and this 
department's statutory authority in respect to regulating and 
enforcing the types of activities that have recently occurred on 
the C''N "D property. 

In this specific case the Department 's responsibilities lie 
primarily in assuring that water rights and water well 
requirements are being met. Attached is a June 5. 199 8 dated 
memo to Senior Trooper David M. Gifford of the Coos Bay 
detachment of the Oregon State Police. That memo specifically 
outlines the Oregon Revised Statutes and Administrative Ru les 
that C"N"D violated in respect to the i llegally dug well. 
Tomorrow, I will be meeting with other agencies and the Coos 
County District Attorne y to determine how the district a ttorney 
wi shes to dispose of the v iolations. 

In regard to water rig ht s, C"N"D complied with the 
requirements to apply for a gro un dwater use permit. Their 
application is pendin g be f ore the Departmen t . Having said that, 
I migh t a l so add that I have asked t he Department to withhold 
issuance of the application until our Gr oundwater /Hydrology 
Division has the opportun ity to revi ew additi onal information 
prov ided to t he Department as a result of field investigations.

Thanks very much for your prompt FAX response to the 
concerns that I expressed to your step son, Duane Williams, 
during the January 6 site inspection. My apologies for my 
tardiness in getting back to you. Duane likely related to you 
our discussions regarding groundwater use, the intermingling of 
surface and groundwater, and the 1991 State Engineer closure of 
the Ferry Creek watershed to subsequent water use. 

To differentiate the two water storage sites on the 
property, I will refer to your authorized source of appropriation 
under the terms of the above referenced application as "the 
sump". The large dug out pond at the north end of the property 
will be referred to as "the holding and recovery pond". 

I . THE SUMP 
Upon issuance, the groundwater permit will allow the 

appropriation of up to 1.5 cfs of groundwater from the sump 
located in the southwest corner of the property within the 
Johnson Creek watershed for cranberry use on up to 68 acres. 

Based on the my conversation with Mr. Williams, there are 
plans to capture return flow from the bogs and channel that water 
back into the sump. I do not have an objection to the reuse of 
return flow from the sump as long as it is understood that t he 
required totalizing fl ow mete r a t he sump will not differentiate 
between the groundwater authorized to be diverted as newly 
appropriated water and the return flow of water previously 
diverted and subsequently returning to the sump. In effect, the 
operation gets no credit for the reuse of the return flow. 

My suggestion is that, if practical, create a separate 
recovery system, separate from the sump, to recapture the return 
flow. That water may then be reused and not count against the 
rate and duty of water authorized by the groundwater permit. 

Also, some reference was made by Mr. Williams of channeling 
winter precipitation that is capture d by the bogs into the sump .

Such a diversion is not authorized by a groundwater permit. 
Rainfall captured within the bogs and diverted to the sump is 
water tha t otherwise would have found its way to more senior 
water users downstream. Should you wish to divert winter runoff, 
both a surface water and a reservoir permit would be required. 
Given the level of water use and the Department's projections of 
water available for new uses, it is not likely that the 
Department would look favorably on new surface water and 
reservoir applications. 

II. THE HOLDING AND RECOVERY POND 

During my January field inspection of the development I 
observed an approximate 20 AF capacity dug out pond. Mr. 
Williams explained that the pond had three intended functions: A. 
storage of water from the groundwater sump located within the 
Johnson Creek watershed, B. recapture and reuse of return flow 
from the bogs, and C. capture of winter runoff. 

A. GROUNDWATER STORAGE--is an allowed use and requires no 
additional reservoir construction permit. 

B. RECAPTURE OF RETURN FLOW--is also an allowed use 
requiring no reservoir construction permit. 

C. CAPTURE OF WINTER RUNOFF--would require both surface and 
reservoir permits and would not be allowed within a closed 
watershed. All winter runoff must be c hanneled back into 
Geiger Creek in order to satisfy senior downstream rights 
and the terms of the 1961 closure . 

By copy of this letter to the Department I am requesting

On 9/5/97, the Department mailed the applicant notice of its Initial 
Review, determining that THE USE OF 1.5 CUBIC FEET PER SECOND FROM A SUMP

ALLOWABLE YEAR ROUND. The applicant did not notify the Department to stop 
processing the application within 14 days of that date.

Findings of Fact 

The South Coast Basin Program allows the following uses: CRANBERRY USE 
(IRRIGATION, AGRICULTURAL) ON 68.0 ACRES 

Senior water rights exist on A SUMP WELL IN GEIGER CREEK BASIN or on 
downstream waters. 

A SUMP WELL IN GEIGER CREEK BASIN is not within or above a State Scenic 
Waterway. 

The Department finds that no more than 1.5 CFS would be necessary for the 
proposed use. The amount of water requested, 1.5 CUBIC FEET PER SECOND, 
is allowable. 

The Department determined, based upon OAR 690-09, that the proposed 
groundwater use will, if properly conditioned, adequately protect the 
surface water from interference. 

The Groundwater Section finds that there is NOT a preponderance of 
evidence that the proposed use of groundwater will measurably reduce the 
surface water flows necessary to maintain the free-flowing character of 
a scenic waterway in quantities necessary for recreation, fish and 
wildlife.
