The asterisk means that the item has already been the subject of a formal public hearing or contested case hearing.  On certain items marked with an asterisk, the Commission may be authorized to allow public comments.

Comments relating to a specific agenda item will be heard by the Commission as each agenda item is considered.  Comments on other topics may be made during the public comment period on Friday at approximately 11:30 a.m.
